Meeting Minutes for September 11, 2008

The 4th meeting of the Planning Board for fiscal year 2009 was held on Thursday, September 11, 2008, at 6:30p.m.

1. ADMINISTRATIVE TASKS

2. FUTURE MEETINGS:
The Board scheduled a meeting to discuss language for the approved SPA for 550 Adams Street, Wednesday September 17, 2008. 
The Board confirmed September 25, 2008 as the next Planning Board meeting date, the meeting will take place at 6:30 pm in the John Cronin Conference Room 2nd floor of the Milton Town Hall. 

3. CITIZENS SPEAK:
Jay Olin, a Milton resident, living at 99 Central Avenue had questions about the public process for the Central Avenue bikeway project. Mr. Olin wants the Town to hold a series of public presentations and discussions. 
4. NEW BUSINESS:
1. Curry College’s current and future growth:  Susan W. Pennini, Dean of Institutional Planning and Robert O’Connell Director of Facilities at the school presented to the Planning Board Ms. Pennini gave an overview of where the school started and how it got to where it is today. Mr. O’Connell gave a visual description of the recently constructed buildings at Curry and gave a tour of the new student center with scale model of the structure. 
5.  PUBLIC HEARINGS:
550 ADAMS STREET, continued DISCUSSION OF SITE PLAN APPROVAL 

The Planning Board continued the Public Hearing of the application for Site Plan Approval from the Welch Restaurant Group. The application is for a proposed restaurant to be named “Stone Park” located at 550 Adams Street. The Planning Board discussed parking and traffic impacts in East Milton Square, access issues in the rear alley / Right of Way, roof top structures and their appearance from the street. The Board voted to close the Public Hearing portion of the hearing. After more discussion, the Planning Board voted to approve the essence of the application for Site Plan Approval based on facts, representations and other information subject to approval by the Board of satisfactory terms and conditions protecting substantial rights.  Vote to approve the essence of the application was 4-1 Duffy in opposition. 
Further SPA language discussion was continued until 4:00 PM September 17th, 2008.

40 ADAMS STREET, SITE PLAN APPROVAL:
        
The Planning Board opened a public hearing on the SPA application of Charles Hajjar, Trustee for Milton Mills Realty Trust. The applicant is planning interior and exterior renovations to the commercial building at 40 Adams Street. The applicant was represented by attorney Robert Sheffield, Paul Mahoney of the Hajjar Management Company, and architect John Bryer of Bryer Associates. Discussion included past and future uses of the building, necessary parking and current supply, building access points, exterior and interior renovations. The hearing was continued to Thursday September 25th at 7:30PM. The applicant will have copies of the Zoning Board of Appeals Special Permit decision, further detail on the exterior renovations and a materials list.

464 GRANITE AVENUE, SITE PLAN APPROVAL  
The Planning Board held a public hearing on the SPA application of Eric Cohen, MD, owner of Granite Milton Realty, 464 Granite Avenue. The application concerns to interior and exterior changes to the building. The proposed improvements include renovating an 875 square foot second floor office suite that is currently vacant. A portion of this space is a 204 square foot open porch, open to the rear of the building, which is proposed to be enclosed. Interior structural changes will be made to provide additional support to the newly enclosed area and to eliminate two exterior structural columns. The exterior siding and windows of the enclosure will match the windows and vinyl siding of the other parts of the building. Further discussion was focused on the parking supply and the existing lot, dumpster location issues, and site vegetation management. The Board voted to approve the application 5-0 subject to preparation of a satisfactory written decision.
