Leslie mentioned that she was in the library talking with Katie Krol. Leslie told the committee that they lost the children’s room because of mold. They have removed the wallboard, plastic is up, and they are circulating the air. The library has no funds for the needed repairs. The building inspector told Katie that the work hadn’t been done to code. Katie was wondering if this was something that would qualify as a CPA project? Leslie talked with Katherine as to whether the project would qualify for CPA funds. Katherine told Leslie that they should apply; Katherine thought that since it was use of a historic building it may qualify… hiring the architect to determine what exactly needs to be done.
Dennis mentioned that any project applying under historical preservation needs to go through the Monson Historical Commission for advice, and approval. The committee agreed. Leslie had mentioned to Katie that she should talk with the members of the historical commission. 
The Keep Museum has made small purchases towards the community garden, lime and winter rye.
The lawyer has sent along another preservation restriction that he wanted the committee to review as compared to the restriction Dennis had used for a previous project that we had sent in for review. Dennis is going to review the preservation restriction and give his thoughts at the December meeting. He requested that whichever one we decided to use that he would like to review them after they were filled out. 

Faith will put the new application on the website for spring applications with a due date of February 28th. 
Faith will also send the Senior Center a letter reminding them to send in an outline so-to-speak of their projects done to date sometime in January.
