Mr. Margerison remarked by saying that the FinCom meeting is the place to discuss issues before going to Town Meeting.

Mr. Guertin said that FinCom needs to be aware of who is at the meeting, he said this is a public meeting and we don’t want to give people attending the meeting the wrong impression; we should all have the best interest of the town.
He said from what we saw, Mr. Margerison was not acting in the best interest of the town when he voted; he was acting upon his own personal interests.  

Ms. Neggers said if you have a personal direct impact in a matter, it might be best you abstain from voting.

Mr. Fimognari asked if FinCom needed to rescind the vote taken and revote on the article. 

Ms. Neggers and Mr. Guertin did not think that was necessary.

Mr. Guertin did thank all the members of FinCom for being a part of the committee and appreciates all the work they do.
Mr. Guertin asked the four FinCom members up for reappointment if they wanted to be reappointed, they all said yes.

Ms. Neggers let FinCom know that the bond rating was upgraded.
