OLD BUSINESS / NEW BUSINESS:

Meetings attended: None
Update regarding FEMA/MEMA money regarding tornado and October storm.

Ms. Mahar said she received check last week from the Federal Highway for the Tornado for $511,595.00.  The October storm submittals are still in process.  She said that Hurricane Irene was in between the Tornado and October storm so they are probably handling that before the October storm.  The Tornado money- Ms. Mahar said that FEMA wanted Federal Highway to pay more.  When she received the check she wrote a letter requesting if more would be coming.  Someone did get back to her and told her they would be looking into it.

Discussion regarding New Town Office/Police Station:

Mr. Margerison asked there was going to be any building plans presented before the Debt Exclusion Override election on June 26, 2012.  He said he has heard from people that it would be helpful to see some drawings beforehand.  

Ms. Mahar said not necessarily building plans but some details were given out at the Town Meeting.  Mr. Dominguez asked where he could get information on how the $10million figure came about.  He said that he thought it was a lot of money for a town building with about 35 employees. Ms. Mahar told him to look online because a lot of information about the building is there and if not to contact Ms. Neggers.  Ms. Mahar also remarked that the Town Building is not just for the employees that work there it is also a space that it used by multiple people and multiple committees.  Mr. Dominguez agreed and that he was going look into and review the information.
Mr. Brayton noted that we need to trust those that are elected to make the best decisions for the town.  He remarked that Ms. Mahar and Ms. Neggers have done a very good job presenting at Town Meeting and gave very detailed facts.
Mr. Pennington reminded viewers to get information and vote in support of the $3.3million debt exclusion vote on June 26, 2012 for a new Town Office/Police Station.  He thanked everyone that came to the Town Meeting.
