1. Call to Order – Acting Chairperson David Bickford called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.

2. Citizens’ Forum – Recorder Cathy Allyn asked Chair Bickford why she was not notified of the meeting. Chair Bickford said he didn’t think a recorder would be needed. Recorder Allyn asked if Chair Bickford would conduct business in public session following the non-public session. Mr. Rhoades asked if any other business would be conducted and Chair Bickford said it would not. Mr. Rhoades said he would stay, and Chair Bickford said he would let him know when the Board re-entered public session.

Motion by Selectman Jarvis to consult with Town Counsel regarding a personnel issue; second by Chair Bickford. The motion carried unanimously.

Code Enforcement Letters - Selectman Bickford stated the Board needed to discuss a series of letters that Building Inspector/Code Enforcement Officer Arthur Capello had sent.  After briefly discussing this issue, Mr. Rhoades reminded the Board that prior to entering into non-public session the Board had indicated no further public business would be conducted. Selectman Jarvis stated that since the Board had left the public with this impression no further business should be conducted and that the meeting should adjourn.
