Approval of Minutes:  The Committee reviewed the minutes of the November 16, 2010 meeting.  One correction on page 2, next to last paragraph, Personnel Administration budget is changed to the Jan 4th, 2011 meeting.
Motion Tom Goss, second J. R. Jones to approve the minutes as amended.  Vote was unanimous.
Chair Curry asked about fuel usage.  AC Rendinaro stated she had a break down of fuel usage for the past four years and she will provide Committee members with the information for the next meeting.  Chair Curry asked if she had found out about the servicing of the furnaces.  Ac Rendinaro stated the cleaning service fee was $95 and the additional $160 per furnace was to cover any repairs that might be necessary. 

Chair Curry stated Adam Buehne had followed through with obtaining information as to why the BOS had increased the budget for Acct 4316 Street Lights by $500.  The answer was the BOS felt the increase was necessary due to an increase in rates.

Account 4192 Zoning Board of Adjustment
· Decrease of $100 due to areas where the Board is not expending budgeted amount mainly postage and advertising
· David Allen indicated the other unexpended amounts will be used by the end of this year

Motion Dean Stimpson, second David Shagoury to approve Acct 4192 in the amount of $600, reducing the requested amount by $300.   Vote was unanimous.
Account 4191 Planning Board
· Increase of $600 due to request for PT Clerical help.  Chairman of the Planning Board, Paul Raslavicius, stated that there is too much work for the Land Use Administrator and that the clerical work is falling behind
· Contracted Services is to allow the Board to buy specific expertise to help them make decisions.
· Software License increase due to request for second software program costing $800 to work with ArcView mapping.
· Discussion as to the necessity of Strafford Regional Planning Council
Motion Dean Stimpson, second Tom Goss to approve Acct 4191 at $47, 071, reducing the requested amount by $600.  Vote was 4 for and 2 against.  The motion passed.
Account 4915 Capital Reserve Funds ~ Line 01-4915-10-064 Master Plan

· 2 ½ to 3 year process
· Last one cost approx. $7,000
· Recommendation of $1000 instead of the $2000 requested
Motion J. R. Jones, second Fred March to approve Line 01-4915-10-064 in the amount of $1,000.  Vote was unanimous.

Account 4220 Fire Department

· Medical calls are down 31%
· Master Stream needed for Pumper to maintain Certified Class I for ISO which effects the fire insurance rate in Town

· Equipment Maintenance held off to end of year in case money is needed elsewhere

· All fire trucks passed pump test
Motion Dean Stimpson, second Tom Goss to approve Acct 4220 in the amount of $167,812.  Vote was unanimous.

Other Business

Acct 4316 Street Lights 

·  BOS increase of $500 due to anticipated higher rates

Motion Dean Stimpson, second Tom Goss to approve Acct 4316 in the amount of $5,200 Vote was unanimous.  This is $300 dollars less than requested and takes away the BOS $500 increase.  After more discussion, Motion to amend to $6000 Tom Goss, second Dean Stimpson . Vote was 5 for and 1against.
AC Rendinaro updated Committee on increase in expenses and clients coming through the Welfare office.  Chair Curry asked her to keep them updated.

BOS will be meeting on Thursday at 9 AM to discuss employees’ wages.

Motion Dean Stimpson, second David Shagoury to adjourn.  Vote was unanimous.
