Approval of Minutes:  The Committee reviewed the minutes of the November 7, 2012 meeting.  
Motion Terry Jarvis, second David Shagoury to approve the minutes as written.  Vote was unanimous with Dean Stimpson abstaining.
Account 4140 E & R ~ Proposed Budget $71,383
· Line 10-111 Deputy Clerk & Tax Collector was decreased from $27,427 to $26,249 by the Committee
· Line 10-140 Overtime was increased from $365 to $540 by the Committee
· Line 10-550 Printing was increased from $126 to $230 due to bulk order of envelopes
· Line 10-620 Office Supplies was increased from $578 to $700 due to cost of ink cartridges for MV printer and one additional printer
· Line 10-622 Software License –MV was increased from $963 to $982 due to increase in fees
· Line 10-625 Postage was increased from $1,750 to $1,800 to cover increase in postage rate
· Lines 30-120 thru 30-690 were all decreased due to fewer elections this coming year
· Lines 40-130 & 551 were decreased due to fewer elections this coming year
· Line 40-610 Election Booths was increased to cover the cost of replacing shelves in some of the booths from $0 to $200.  Terry Jarvis asked if due to the large turn out at the past election, was another booth needed?  Carole Ingham stated not at this time.

· Line 40-115 decreased from $3,918 to $ 3,750 by the Committee
· 40-320 Tax Deed/Lien increased from $1,300 to $1,400 due to economy

· 40-550 Tax Bill Printing was decreased from $821 to $725 due to bulk purchase

· 40-622 Software Licenses increased from $2,059 to $2,100 due to increase in fees

· 40-820 Mileage decreased from $272 to $ 175 by the Committee

· 90-111 Minute Preparer decreased from $800 to $700 by the Committee
· 90-551 Advertising was decreased from $200 to $100 by the Committee

· 10-622 Software Licenses ~ Fund increased from $3,820 to $3,875 due to increase in fees

· Line 110 Director increased from $30,722 to $31,742 Commission is asking for 100 Commission controlled hours for the Director
· Line 115 PT decreased from $6,337  to $6,057
· Line 330 Contracted Services decreased from $2,400 to $2,300 due to having more accurate figures 
· Line 341 Telephone was decreased from $1,620 to $1,320 due to pre-pay cell phone for the Director
· Line 439 Ball field Maintenance decreased from $ $10,000 to $9,400

· Line 551 Advertising increased from $0 to $100 due to need to advertise for beach attendant positions

· Line 560 Dues/Fees decreased from $4,000 to $3,300

· Line 580 Education increased from $0 to $200 due to Director attending Conference

· Line 820 Mileage increased from $720 to $900 due to switching from monthly fee to mileage rate

· Line 801 Sports Equipment was decreased from $ 2,160 to $1,900
Motion J. R. Jones, second David Shagoury to adopt Acct 4520 in the amount of $58,769.  Vote was unanimous.
Account 4324 Solid Waste ~ Proposed budget $213,629
· Line 110 FT increased from $39,874 to $40,640 due to covering non-work holidays
· Line 341 Telephone decreased from $820 to $600 due to negotiation of rates
· Line 420 Demo & Debris decreased from $15,200 to $14,060 due to historical data
· Line 422 Landfill Monitoring decreased from $7,500 to $6,045 due to less frequent testing requirements
· Line 426 Recycling Disposal Fee increased from $2,100 to $8,661 due to increase from .01 per lb to .15 per lb
· Line 430 Equipment Maintenance increased from $1,080 to $ 4,575 due the need for maintenance on compactors and hauler and scale recalibration
· Line 440 Equipment Rental decreased from $4,700 to $3,700 
· Line 580 Training increased from $700 to $ 1,717 due to DES requirement of recertification and leadership training
· Line 620 Office Supplies increased from $500 to $675 due to need for letterhead envelopes and reorder of decals
· Line 635 Vehicle Fuel decreased from $3,220 to $2,576 due to historical data.  Committee increased this line to $2,800
· Line 820 Mileage increased from $200 to $ 684 due to increase in training
Motion Terry Jarvis, second Dean Stimpson to adopt Acct 4320 in the amount of $213,853.  Vote was unanimous.
The Committee discussed other expenditures concerning Solid Waste.  
· Solid Waste is asking for $480 to clean the furnace and to inspect/replace fire extinguishers

· Solid Waste needs to put a cover over C&D in order to be in compliance with DES
Account 4153 Legal Expenses ~ Proposed Budget $30,000

· BOS controlling who uses legal counsel
· Encouraged to use LGC & MRI legal counsel
Motion Terry Jarvis, second David Shagoury to adopt Acct 4153 Legal Expenses in the amount of $30,000.  Vote was unanimous.
