



New Durham Planning Board

Draft Minutes

December 20, 2011
Vice-Chair Scott Drummey called the meeting to order at 7:10 PM.  

Roll Call:  Scott Drummey (Vice-Chair), David Bickford (Selectmen’s Representative), Paul Raslavicus, Dot Viesel, Bob Craycraft (Chair) at x pm.

Others Present:  Mary McHale (videographer), David Allen (staff)

Public Input:  Mary McHale announced that she will be moving from New Durham in a few weeks so there will soon be a new videographer.

Box Voluntary Merger:  The Board reviewed an application by Jesse N. & Kathlyn G. Box, 90 Ridge Road, for a Voluntary Merger of lots 260-007 and 260-008, located at 98 & 110 Ridge Road.  The Board discussed the structures on the lots: there is a dwelling on lot 007.  There is a barn and some smaller structures on lot 008.  The barn had been converted to a dwelling at some time in the past.  The Boxes recently removed internal dwelling walls and floors and returned the structure to an open barn.  Board members were supportive of the merger request and felt independent confirmation was a wise precaution.

Dot Veisel moved to approve the merger of lots 260-007 and 260-008, located at 98 & 110 Ridge Road into a single dwelling lot, subject to confirmation by the Building Inspector that the barn is not a dwelling.  Paul Raslavicus seconded.  Approved unanimously.

Red Oak Ridge Subdivision Plan:  The board reviewed the status of the Red Oak Ridge Subdivision Plan originally submitted to the Planning Board for design review in November 2007.  In October, 2008 the Planning Board and Red Oak Ridge, LLC signed an agreement to seek a conservation alternative to the subdivision, and to maintain the design review status of the application during the conservation process.  On September 28, 2010  Attorney Malcolm McNeill, on behalf of Red Oak, wrote the Board stating that the applicants no longer wished to pursue a conservation alternative.

Since Red Oak Ridge, LLC was no longer pursuing either a conservation outcome or further design review, the Planning Board voted on October 19, 2010 to end the Design Review phase.  In accordance with RSA 476:4 the applicant has twelve months after the end of design review to file a formal subdivision application.

Dot Veisel moved to notify Red Oak Ridge, LLC, via letter to Mr. Malcolm McNeill, attorney of record, that in accordance with the terms of RSA 476:4, the vesting period for the Red Oak Ridge application for a 216 lot conservation subdivision of Map 244, Lot 16 (formerly lots 16-1, 17-1, and 18-1) had now ended, and any further subdivision application would be subject to all ordinances and regulations in effect at the time of such application.  David Bickford seconded.  Approved unanimously.
Stormwater Management and Erosion Control Ordinance:  Paul Raslavicus moved to schedule the proposed amendments to the Stormwater Management and Erosion Control Ordinance to public hearing on January 3, 2012 at 7 PM at the New Durham Public Library.  Dot Veisel seconded.  Approved unanimously.

Town Center Mixed Use Zoning District:  Paul Raslavicus moved to schedule the proposed amendments to the Town Center Mixed Use Zoning District Ordinance to public hearing on January 3, 2012 at 7 PM at the New Durham Public Library.  Scott Drummey seconded.  Approved unanimously.
Workforce Housing Study:  Paul Raslavicus moved to authorize the Planning Board Chair, or in his absence the Vice-Chair, to sign a contract, not to exceed $950, with Bruce Mayberry to prepare a report on the amount of workforce housing in New Durham.  David Bickford seconded.

Budget:  The Board agreed by consensus that the Planning Board budget, as approved by the Board of Selectmen and the Budget Committee was acceptable, though less than desired or requested.

Board Training:  David Allen suggested that the Board plan its training this year as a workshop at a scheduled Planning Board meeting.  The Board agreed by consensus and discussed possible content areas.  They also emphasized the ongoing importance of training for new board members.

Minutes of December 6, 2011:  Scott Drummey moved to accept the minutes of the December 6 Planning Board meeting as amended.  David Bickford seconded.  Approved unanimously.

Scott Drummey moved to adjourn at 9:30 PM.  Paul Raslavicus seconded.  Approved unanimously.
