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NEWBURY CONSERVATION COMMISSION

Meeting Minutes May 9, 2006

Present: William Weiler, Deane Geddes, Frank Perrotta, Suzanne Levine, William Annable

April minutes: Moved Geddes, seconded Levine, approved as read.

Intents to Cut: None

Wetlands: 

1. Robert and Joyce Satterly, 18 Bay Point Road, Tax Map 7, Lot 057-497. Contractor, Russell Satterly. Received conditional approval from DES for a modified plan that was expanded from replacement of a porch to replacement of the building. Conditions include replacing the septic system.

2. James Clark, 5 Edgemont Road, Tax Map 5, Lot 151.122; minimum impact project has received administrative OK from DES. Technical review pending.

Communications: 


1. Participation projects. Weiler asked the commission if anyone was interested in participating in the N.H. Covert Project or the Community Tree Steward project. No one volunteered.

Old Business:  
1. Conservation Plan. Responses to a request for proposal to complete a Newbury Conservation Plan were received from three firms:

a. Ibis Wildlife Consulting, Ellen J. Snyder CWB, Newmarket, N.H. offered a proposal.

b. E. Ann Poole, ecologist and environmental planner, Hillsborough, N.H. offered a proposal.

c. Watershed to Wildlife, Bethlehem, N.H. Elise J. Lawson and John Severance responded that they are unavailable for the project in 2006, as specified in the RFP.

      Commission members will individually review the two proposals submitted and communicate by e-mail with Chairman Weiler about their preferences.

2. Conservation Commission officers, 2006. Weiler was reelected chairman, Geddes vice chairman, and Perrotta secretary.

3. Newsletter. Weiler discussed a newsletter produced by the Temple Conservation Commission, saying he would like Newbury to do something similar. Perrotta said he would prepare an outline of a possible newsletter-information sheet by the next meeting.

New Business: 

1. Kenneth Ames. Ames has resigned as an alternate member of the commission. Weiler said he had acknowledged Ames’s long record of service to the town in a letter of appreciation. Weiler said he would entertain names for a replacement.

2. Newbury Library. Newbury Town Librarian Rosie Johnson has requested more Newbury Trail maps, and would like to turn over to the commission the proceeds of the sale of previous maps. Levine said she would see to it. Perrotta noted the maps would have to be updated when the next batch is printed. Levine said about 200 maps remain from the last printing, done about a year ago. Perrotta asked Levine to discuss with Johnson establishing a conservation-themed area of the library, a project he had begun with the previous librarian. Books already in the library, plus new books and materials, could be used. The GIS program featuring the Lake Sunapee Watershed is already available on the library’s computers, although it has not been publicized.

3. Newbury Old Home Day. Weiler discussed commission participation in the event, scheduled for July, including possibly setting up a table with reading materials. Perrotta mentioned that the N.H. Fish & Game Dept. has educators who bring programs to communities. The department has a specially equipped research pontoon boat that could be sited at the Town Dock. Geddes said he would represent the commission at planning sessions.

4. Conservation Books. Weiler said he had used commission funds to purchase conservation-oriented books for commissioners to read. They are:

a. New Hampshire’s Living Legacy – The Biodiversity of the Granite State.

b. Identification and Documentation of Vernal Pools in New Hampshire.

c. Identifying and Protecting New Hampshire’s Significant Wildlife Habitat.

           
 Levine said the books would make good additions to the town library collection.
