Are you planning a large gathering this summer like a wedding
reception, or a fundraiser? The Large Gathering Ordinance was
substantially amended by the Legislative Body this year. The number
of people that requires a permit has gone up to 200; but, all
gatherings of over 200 — whether public or private -- now require at
least a consultation with the police chief to make sure traffic and
other public safety issues have been addressed. Applications have
to be made at least 30 days before any event.

The Ordinance is posted on the website. If you have questions, give
me a call and we’ll get the answers you need for a successful
summer event.
