Discussion/ Correspondence File/Minutes
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the Minutes for 
December 19, 2006. 
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110 Park Street
Mike O’Neill, from O’Neill Associates, was present along with the homeowner, Mr. Drew.  The parcel of land was subdivided in 1986 and the two lots 110 and 112 Park Street share a common driveway.  There are issues now with the neighbors and he believes safety issues so that Mr. Drew would now like to create his own right of way.  
Creating an additional access, would involve filling wetlands.  Mr. O’Neill would file a Notice of Intent and propose filling 5000 s.f. of wetland to create a duel drive.  The drive is now 20’ wide with BVW and perhaps riverfront running along side it.  Ms. Basbanes originally told the homeowner that she would not endorse it but that he was welcome to bring it before the Commission.  Chair stated that because access already exists, he would not want to set a precedent by allowing filling for access.  Mr. Cody said he would like to visit the site.  Mr. Phillips agreed with the Chair.  Members will visit the site during their next site visits.  
Certificate of Compliances
9 MacIntyre Drive (245-623), 1 Tarbox Lane (245-768), 19 James Millen (245-772) & 4 Hanah Graves Way (245-796)
At 9 MacIntyre Drive members noticed that the wall is 4’ within the 12’ buffer.  Mr. Williams said that the entire 12’ buffer is revegetated.  

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue Certificates of Compliances for 9 MacIntyre Drive, 1 Tarbox Lane, 19 James Millen and 4 Hanah Graves Way.
16 MacIntyre Dr. (245-618)
The access to the facility’s pool lies adjacent to this property and was placed within the 12’ buffer.  The house was flipped from its original design and the retaining wall moved.  Mr. Williams will propose to the developer, Habitech, that the replication area could be moved back where the driveway is encroaching and increase the replication area further up.  
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Public Hearings
26 Flint Street (245-xxx)
Rich Williams, from Hayes Engineering, was present for the applicant.  The applicant proposes to build a single family house, septic system and do associated grading.  The 
property is off Flint Street consisting of a 120,000 s.f. parcel with limited 50’ frontage.  There are two vernal pools on the property and each have a 50’ buffer.  Silt fence will outline the limit of work.  A neighbor asked if the owner anticipates blasting the site.  Mr. Williams said he tested the soil and where he tested there was sandy soil but they may have to blast for the driveway.  Drainage will run to the back wetland, back to the vernal pools and some down the driveway onto Flint St.
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, voted 4-0;

that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing until January 23, 2007, to hear from Board of Health and receive a DEP#. 
Continued Public Hearings
30/31 Amber Road (245-xxx)
 Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing until January 23, 2007.

432 Park Street (245-1235)
Revised plans dated 12/6/06, were submitted for review.  The plans were changed to show that Lot 4 will now have a small driveway crossing and Lot 5 shows a replication area.   The approval under this Order is only for construction of the roadway, drainage, and two detention basins as outlined on the plans dated 12/6/06.

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue the Order of Conditions with the standard 42 conditions, contingent upon approval from CPC.

Ms. Basbanes was asked to make a list of open enforcement actions.
