Minutes
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes of December 8, 2009.

Extension

113 Haverhill St. (245-1247)
The owner has yet to start the project and is requesting a 3 year extension.  

Mr. Cody moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission  to grant a three year extension to expire March 2013.
Certificate of Compliance
5 Agatha Way (245-1198)
An as-built was fax’d from O’Neill Associates that showed the existing wall that was missing from the plans submitted.

Mr. Cody moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted: 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for the work done satisfactorily.

3 Ten Rod Way (Lot 2)(245-1184)
Mr. Cody moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted: 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for the work done satisfactorily.
6 Ten Rod Way (Lot 7)(245-1182)
The as-built plans submitted were modified from the approved plans, but the work is further away on the modified plan.
Mr. Cody moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance.
23 Olde Coach Road (Lot 15A)(245-1115)
The project is in substantial compliance.
Mr. Cody moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted: 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for the work done satisfactorily.
25 Olde Coach Road (Lot 16A)(245-1114)
Mr. Cody moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted: 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for the work done satisfactorily.
27 Olde Coach Road (Lot 17)(245-1113)
Infiltrators that were supposed to be installed on the site were not and, therefore, a Certificate of Compliance was not issued.  The applicant will wait until the spring to install the infiltrators and submit a request again.
Public Hearings
36 Duane Drive (245-1316) Amendment
Mike O’Neill, from O’Neill Associates, was present.  The plans show a new design than what was approved in the original filing under 279 Elm St.  The driveway is now to the right of the house outside the 100’ buffer, resulting in a decrease to 6% impervious.  The house is now 9’ closer to the wetlands and went from a distance of 54’ to the wetlands to 41’.  The total disturbance percentage did not change.  Infiltration drains were added and drains were designed to channel the runoff to the back of the house.  
The abutter at 279 Elm St., Todd Ballou, stated his concerns with the elevations.  Mr. O’Neill advised him that a new 3-4’ swale will channel any runoff to the backyard and there will also be an infiltration trench at the driveway and into the garage that will channel the runoff back.  The owner of 278 Elm St., said that he’s had water problems since the new house went in.

The owner of 273 Elm Street is concerned with the drainage and the amount of fill to be added and the location of the driveway.  He said they have had a flooding problem in the area to the left of the proposed house and he is afraid that additional fill will increase the flooding in the area.  Mr. O’Neill said that this new plan, that has the driveway to the right of the house and additional infiltration systems will take the water away from the front yards and bring it back to the back of the yards, which is where the water eventually goes now,.  Mr. O’Neill said this proposal won’t improve the flooding in the area, but shouldn’t increase it either.  
Mr. Cody moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, but hold for a new plan showing roof infiltration.

The next meeting will be posted for Tuesday, February 16, 2010.
