Minutes
Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes of February 10, 2009.
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Minor Modification
26 Flint Street (NR Bylaw Only)
The new owner is proposing a house that is shorter and wider than the one approved under the Order of Conditions, which will bring the work further away from the wetlands.
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Romeo, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the changes made and the new plan dated January 22, 2009, as a minor modification.
Extension
1 & 8 Pilgrim Street, P.R.L. Edgewater Place (245-1180)
Attorney Senior was present and explained to members that all of the units are sold and most of the site work is done.  Some plantings and the sidewalks need to be completed.

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Romeo, and voted 3-0;

that the Conservation Commission grant a one year extension to expire 3/21/2010.
Public Hearings
6 Bishops Way (245-xxxx) – single family house & ss
Because of the snow cover, the engineer has requested a continuance of the Public Hearing to March 24, 2009
Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to March 24, 2009 
8 Heritage Way – RDA deck replacement
Mr. D’Ambrosia, the owner was present.  The legal notice was mistakenly advertised for a Notice of Intent, but because the footings to be replaced in the same location as the old ones, it was felt that a Request for Determination would be sufficient.  The deck to be replaced will be 10’ x 16’ but the replacement footings will be in the same location.  The silt fence will be installed at the 12’ buffer with the excavation to be dug by hand and the spoils to be removed off the site.
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Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination with two conditions; 1) that the excavation be dug by hand, and 2) that the spoils be removed off site.

40 Lindor Road (245-1314)

Greg Hochmuth, from Neve-Morin Assoc., was present along with the applicant. Revised plans dated 2/19/09 were submitted.  Mr. Hochmuth did some research on the Filtrek Edge Saver material and was very impressed with it and explained to members how the project is placed along the bank, staked down, and within 3-5 years the seedlings within the fabric will turn into a vegetated slope.  Stream stones are called for to be placed along the bottom of the fabric, but Mr. Hochmuth doesn’t feel in this instance it is necessary, but will have that option.  The work is planned to be done during a low-flow period.  The owners are still working on moving the shed.  Members felt that the most feasible solution would be to dismantle it and move it back onto the owner’s property.  

Members were satisfied with this solution but decided to keep the hearing open for any comments that DEP might come back with.  They did discuss three conditions to be added to the Order, 1) the Conservation Agent is to talk with the installer of the Filtrek material prior to its installation.  2)  the Conservation Agent will discuss the relocation of the shed with the mover prior to any attempt at relocating. 3)  after the shed is moved, the Conservation Agent will determine if the stones under the shed should be moved or left alone.

Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to 3/24/09 for DEP comments.
