Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes of April 24, 2012.
Discussion

18 Wright St. – Minor Modification

No plan was submitted for consideration.

LUC – Eisenhaure Pond Park
Bill Reed, member of the LUC, was present and went over with Conservation members the areas addressed in Mass. Audubon’s report.  Mr. Weiss questioned who would be maintaining the trails.  Mr. Reed said most likely Parks & Recreation, but they will probably use the Boy Scouts and other volunteer groups.  He asked for the Commission’s guidance with working near the wetlands and vernal pools.  Mr. and Mrs. Krieger, 22 Cherry Street, who say they now reside within the park because of the eminent domain, were present.  Mrs. Krieger, submitted a report from Wilmington Town Parks.  She asked if a parking lot was going to be provided.  Mr. Reed said, no.   Mr. Krieger addressed safety within the trails.

28 LeClair Street 
The owners had removed trees from the 12’ No Disturb zone along Martin’s Pond in the fall of 2010.  They were under friendly enforcement to restore the area with plantings.  Work was to be done by April 30, 2012.  The restoration was never completed and they have since placed fill in the land under water of Martin’s Pond, expanding the “beach” area.  Ms. Basbanes will prepare an enforcement order for the Commission to review and sign.
Meeting Schedule
Members discussed having just one meeting a month, the 2nd Tuesday of the month as outlined in the attached letter dated May 1, 2012.  Leah’s hours have been reduced down to 10 hours a month.  The issue was discussed with Mr. O’Leary, the Commission’s liaison to the Board of Selectmen.

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission approve meeting only once a month and the changes to Leah’s hours outlined in the attached memo.

Public Hearings

36 Duane Drive – RDA – deck addition

Mr. Leo, the owner was present.  Mr. Leo is proposing to add a 28’ x 48’ deck onto the back of his house.  The wetlands extend along the side of the house to the left and wrap around the back of the property.  The closest point to the wetlands on the left side of the house is 41’.

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination. 
9 MacIntyre Drive – RDA – Trees

The Costas were present.  Seven trees are proposed to be cut, the trees removed, but the stumps are to stay.  Mrs. Costa said she had an arborist out and it was determined that the trees were diseased and dead.  Ms. Basbanes noted that when the Oaks come down they may weaken a Pine tree that currently sits between the Oaks and she felt it may also need to come down.  
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination with the condition that the stumps remain and giving approval for the Pine Tree to be removed.
35 Valley Road (245-1416) filling and retaining wall
Ms. Pagluica was present.  The owners were asked to re-delineate the site.  A revised plan was submitted showing the new wetland line, which was 30’ closer to the project.  

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and it was voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission should close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the 43 standard conditions.

173 Marblehead Street (245-1412) Single family house, driveway and ss

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and it was voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to May 22, 2012.
Off School Hill Lane/1 Juniper Road (245-1414) Single Family house, driveway and ss
Mr. Ferris, the owner, was present.  The driveway will be off School Hill Lane but the frontage is on Oakdale Road.  The house is a 4 Bedroom and Board of Health has not issued a permit yet.  Ms. Basbanes has requested a vegetation line along the 12’ buffer, which the owner was agreeable to.

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the 43 standard conditions, but hold for the Board of Health permit.

51 Oakdale Road (245-1413) Single family house, driveway

The applicant, Mr. Ferris, withdrew the filing.

Other Business

37 Kings Row (245-435) – Certificate of Compliance

A Certificate of Compliance was requested many years ago and withdrawn.  The work seems to be satisfactorily completed.

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission  issue a Certificate of Compliance.
