Discussion/ Correspondence File/Minutes
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Dick and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the Minutes for April 25, 2006 and May 9, 2006.
 99 Marblehead Street
Laine Raia, who is the owner, was present and discussed with members her immediate need to repair a deteriorating wall in her barn.  The wall is the supporting wall for the barn, next to her corral.  The Building Inspector was out to the site and agrees that it is 
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an emergency.  Ms. Raia presented pictures depicting the area and the wall.  Members agreed to issue an Emergency Certification Form for the wall and advised Ms. Raia to file a Notice of Intent for the barn with a second story for haybale storage.  
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Dick, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Emergency Certification form on the condition that the contractor is to come and talk to Ms. Trudeau and Ms. Raia is to file a Notice of Intent.
62 Central Street
Ms. Trudeau advised members that Mr. Crotty, from FIL Construction came into the Conservation office and was advised of the fines amounted to $78,125 Ms. Trudeau told him to advise his superiors and told him that the Commission would be open for discussion on the matter.  Mr. Crotty asked if the Commission had read his report on the fill material that he wanted to bring in from Malden?  Members said they would like to resolve the Enforcement first.  Mr. Weiss will be asked to review the soils report.

23 & 25 Williams Road
Mr. Marlin of 25 Williams Road was present.  There was no one present for 23 Williams Rd.  Mr. Demetri was agreeable to seeding at 23 Williams Rd., but would like to see the oil tank and other materials moved.  Mr. Dick said that Mr. Marlin’s fence runs along a channel or drainage ditch and he believes that the parking area at 23 Williams is within the 12’ buffer.  Some other members said it was hard to know how long the driveway at 23 Williams has been in existence.  There is approximately 4’ from the edge of wetlands to Mr. Marlin’s fence and members felt that one way to solve the dispute is to have each neighbor leave a 4’ buffer at the edge of the ditch would amount to leaving a 12’ buffer.
1 & 8 Pilgrim Road
Attorney Senior and Scott Cameron from MacKenzie Engineering.  Ms. Trudeau met with Mr. Smith and Mr. Barbagallo and told them to stop work so that the issues in violation could be resolved.  Ms. Trudeau questioned whether the silt fence was located in the right place and noticed some siltation eroding.  Ms. Trudeau felt the silt fence for the isolated wetlands looked to be in the wrong location, but Mr. Cameron confirmed that it was in the correct location.  Ms. Trudeau said a pre-construction meeting was not held and wetlands have been disturbed.  Mr. Demetri said that the site looked like it was in compliance by Friday morning.  Mr. Cameron explained that 84 s.f. of organic loam and wetland mix will be added at the altered area to correct it.  Mr. Cameron said they 
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are educating the contractor and Mr. Barbagallo to continually check on the condition of the site and avoid problems in the future.   Ms. Trudeau had some issues with them discharging water off the property and said they should have a dirt bag on site in case of an emergency.  Mr. Cameron said that the MacKenzie firm is doing the NPDES monitoring for now and then the owner is to take over.  Members felt that to keep track of things on the site, a weekly report should be made by noon on Mondays telling what went on at the site and what is scheduled for the next week.  
Certificate of Compliances
9 James Millen Road (245-816)

The Certificate of Compliance was signed again.

Order of Conditions
89 Elm Street (245-1197)
Members signed the Order of Condition
Public Hearings
7 Greenmeadow Drive (245-1202)
The owner, Mr. Alferis, was present to explain his proposed addition.  Ms. Trudeau had no issues with the project and felt the 12’ buffer depicted and the wetland flagging were accurate.

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Dick, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 35 conditions, plus one additional condition to remove any debris.

7 Aldersgate Way (RDA)
The owner was present to present is proposal for his addition to the house.  Ms. Trudeau didn’t agree with the wetland line at the back of the property, but felt the 12’ buffer was definitely not being infringed upon and had no issues with the addition.

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Dick, and voted 3-0;
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that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination with the condition that the delineation is not presumed to be accurate. 

38 Elm Street (245-1208)
Greg Pineo, the applicant was present.  Mr. Pineo explained his proposal to remove 300 s.f. of existing pavement to allow him to be within the 22% impervious percentage to construct an additional addition.  Members had no issues with the project as long as he abides by the standards.  Ms. Trudeau advised him to pull out the pavement prior to constructing the addition.  An 8’ x 8’ shed is also to be added.

64 North Street (245-1203)
Ed Radcliff, from E. S. S. Engineering, was present for the applicant.  The applicant plans to raze the existing house and rebuild a 4 bedroom house and septic system.  The existing house is located outside of the 100’ buffer.  The new house will be located 48’ to the nearest wetland flag and the septic system will be 84’ away.  Mr. Radcliff said the existing swale will stay.    Ms. Trudeau explained that there is an area on the property that has some wetland vegetation but there is no hydrolic connection, just poor drainage.

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Dick, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the 35 standard conditions.

230 Haverhill Street (RDA)
Mr. Landolfi, the owner, was present and explained his plans to replace his existing sunroom with a new sunroom, deck and stairs.  The new room would be just about in the same location as the existing sunroom.  

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Dick, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination with a condition that the debris be removed.
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Continued Public Hearings
4 Agatha Way (245-1199) (Mr. Demetri recused himself from the hearing)
Mr. O’Neill, from O’Neill Associates, was present for the applicant.  He said, with regard to DEP’s comments, to keep a 20’ buffer, that perfect standards were met at the site.  The detention basin elevations were re-shot.  Unfortunately, because Mr. Demetri recused himself, a quorum was not met to hold the Public Hearing and the applicant was asked to continue the hearing to June 13, 2006.

1 Locust Street (245-1196)
Mr. O’Neill, from O’Neill Associates, was present.  The old delineation was referred to on the plan with the addition of one new flag.  New plans, dated 5/23/06, were received.  

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Dick, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and approve the delineation for the BVW in the ORAD.

Other Business
Ms. Trudeau advised members that Kim Honetschlager, the GIS Coordinator, had given her letter of resignation and discussed what will be happening with the position.

Adjourn

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Dick, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission adjourn the meeting at 9:30 PM.
