Minutes
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the minutes for August 21, 2007.
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Extension

MacIntyre Woods (245-643)
Chris Sparages, from Hayes Engineering, was present.  Mr. Sparages explained that the only work left is what might be needed on the town’s punch list for roadway acceptance.  

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission grant a one year extension to expire 

September 28, 2008.

1 Ladyslipper Lane (245-1108)

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission grant a one year extension to expire 

November 22, 2008.

Certificate of Compliance

16 Linwood Avenue (245-1210)

Ms. Basbanes had issues with the site that need to be completed prior to issuing a Certificate of Compliance.  Ms. Basbanes will notify the homeowner to apply again when the issues have been resolved. 
Public Hearings

3 Flint Street (245-1273) – Septic system

The Public notice was read and the hearing was opened.  Jim Kavanaugh, the engineer, was present.  They will be replacing the current cesspool with a new septic system, with a 75’distance to the wetlands. Ms. Basbanes felt the delineation was acceptable although the system will need fill and a bit of grading.  

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions but hold for DEP comments. 
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15 Maple Road (245-xxxx) – Septic system

The Public notice was read and the hearing was opened.  Jim Kavanaugh, the engineer, was present.  The failed septic system is being upgraded.  The system will be located 55’ away from the wetlands.  Alternatives were considered but the system will have to be located across an intermittent stream, which is dry right now.  There is a well on the property.  Mr. Kavanaugh said that there will be a 2’ area of disturbance.  Mr. Kavanaugh said that they could put down a couple of pieces of plywood to cross over to minimize the disturbance.  The DEP file number has not been received

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to September 25, 2007.
439 Park Street (245-xxxx) – Septic system

The Public notice was read and the hearing was opened.  Jim Kavanaugh, the engineer, was present.  The current septic system needs to be replaced.  Ms. Basbanes said the leachfield is out of the buffer and the wetlands is very small and wouldn’t even be considered by the state.  DEP hasn’t commented on the project yet and there hasn’t been a file # issued.
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to September 25, 2007.

303 Main Street (245-1278) – ANORAD

The Public notice was read and the hearing was opened.  Chris Sparages, from Hayes Engineering, was present for the applicant.   Ms. Basbanes felt that some of the flags needed to be adjusted.  Mr. Sparages felt that Ms. Wallace, their wetland person, and Ms. Basbanes should go out to the site and adjust the flagging before the hearing should go forward.

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to September 25, 2007.

2 Canterbury Lane (245-1276) – Garage and kitchen addition

The Public notice was read and the hearing was opened.  Luke Roy, from O’Neill Associates was present for the applicant.  The applicant is proposing an addition to the kitchen and to make the existing garage into a three-bay garage.  The driveway will be adjusted to come to the front of the new garage bay.  The percentage of impervious areas will be 19.7% and all areas to be disturbed for the project are already disturbed.  The new 
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construction will not be any closer to the wetland than what exists now.  Ms. Basbanes didn’t have any issues with the delineation.

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions.

178 Haverhill Street (245-1274) – Septic system

The Public notice was read and the hearing was opened.  Luke Roy, from O’Neill Associates was present for the applicant.  The existing septic system has failed and needs to be replaced.  The proposed system is large and the soils are poor.  The closest point to wetlands is 59’ with the silt fence to be located at 39’.  A Board of Health permit has been issued.  Ms. Basbanes felt that an additional flag should be added approximately 12’ up from flag A5.

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions plus one to revise the plan to add the additional wetland flag.
197 Main Street (245-1277) – grading & paving

The Public notice was read and the hearing was opened.  Luke Roy, from O’Neill Associates was present along with Mr. Schofield the owner and applicant.  This Notice of Intent is for work already performed at the site to fix a culvert pipe and install a small stone wall behind the building.  A glycol system is being requested and pervious pavement being added to an area to the left of the building.  Ruth Fierro, 14 Plymouth St., an abutter addressed the Commission with all the work that has been going on at the site.  Ms. Basbanes noted that the grading of the platform is at 98’ and grading around it is at 98’, which would require more fill.   Mr. Schofield said they need the grading to be level to drive back there.  Mr. Allen stated his concerns about the area where the gravel was removed and feels the area will have significant runoff if not stabilized better.  Ms. Basbanes would like to know what kind of fill will be used.  Mr. Schofield said that he will use the material that was dug out previously, agreeing that there were bricks and other material within it.  Mr. Allen stated that the area that was supposed to be restored is now being used to drive on and felt that the area should be restored and not expanded on.  Mr. Demetri agreed with Mr. Allen.  Ms. Basbanes and members will review the site again with Mr. Roy.
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to September 25, 2007.
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52 Lindor Road (245-1275) – inground pool, patio, shed, and grading

The Public notice was read and the hearing was opened.  Mr. Hockmuth, from Neve-Morin Associates, was present for the applicant.  The applicant would like to construct a pool, patio and shed.  There is an existing drainage channel behind the house.  The closest point from the pool to the wetlands would be 36’ and 31’ to the patio.  Impervious percentage is 21% and buffer disturbance is 66%.  They plan to stay within the existing disturbed areas.  The pool and patio may be decreased in size. Mr. Warring decided to continue the hearing to consider revising his plan to mark the trees he might like to take down.
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to September 25, 2007.  
Continued Public Hearings

89 Old Andover Road (245-1269)

The applicant was present and submitted a revised plan.  The new plan shows the driveway going straight into the garage with a room above.  The driveway will not be moved.  Ms. Basbanes felt that wetland flag A2 may be able to move back which would eliminate a notch in the back of the addition.  The homeowner said he was considering moving the garage addition forward to avoid the notch but would be willing to continue the hearing and wait to see what Ms. Basbanes had to say about the flagging at the site.
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to September 25, 2007.
Other Business

21 Winter St.  
Ms. Basbanes explained to members that the site is looking good and work is almost complete.

Reading Lumber  
Ms. Basbanes said that the owner is eager to get his occupancy permit signed off on.  DEP is reviewing the site and she told him that she couldn’t sign off on the permit now until DEP advised her of their outcome.
