Discussion/ Correspondence File/Minutes
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 4-0;

that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes for September 8, 2009.

112 Park Street
The Commission received a memo from the Board of Health advising that the septic system failed some time ago and the owner is currently using a tight tank.  The property is surrounded by the Ipswich River on one side and wetlands on the other three sides.  The owner is currently working a new system out with the people involved in the original design.  There was no plan accompanying the request.  The homeowner will submit a Notice of Intent after the fact.
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission approve and sign the Emergency Certification, but hold for a plan outlining the new system and an explanation of the work involved.

8 Jacob Raynor Lane
The homeowner is interested in installing an inground pool and had questioned if there were wetlands within 100’.  There is a detention basin between her and the next door neighbor.  Ms. Basbanes went out to the property and found that the homeowners had installed a versalok wall on top of the stone wall delineating the 12’ buffer and had put fill to level off the yard and then loamed and seeded.  Additionally, beyond the 12’ stone wall, they had put down woodchips for a trampoline.  Leah and Kathy talked with the homeowners at the site and they were told that they were in violation of filling in the buffer to the wetlands without a permit and would have to remove the woodchips and the trampoline from beyond the wall, (the trampoline was soon removed).  They said they were going to call Hayes Engineering to incorporate the filling with their plans for an inground pool.  They were also advised that they would need to talk to the Building Inspector about the wall and if any fence was required.  The Pasquales were sent a letter telling them to appear at this hearing.  Mrs. Pasquale was present and was very cooperative.  She said they had spoken with Hayes and would be submitting a Notice of Intent shortly.

Certificate of Compliances
7 Bishops Way (245-1330)

Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;

that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for work satisfactorily completed.
4 Belmont Lane (245-703)

Mr. and Mrs. Paglucca and their contractor were present.  A remediation plan was submitted from Norse Environmental, showing the stones removed and planting to be planted in their place.

Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for DEP file #245-703. 
 Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for DEP file #245-1068 for work satisfactorily completed.

Continued Public Hearings 
4 Belmont Lane (245-1332)
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;

that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, plus two additional conditions;

1) that the wetland restoration plan be incorporated by reference into the Order of Conditions and;

2) that the work regulated in the restoration plan be completed by October 20th or sooner and no work is to take place on the new project until the work in the restoration plan is completed.

Public Hearings
9 Freedom Drive (245-1334)
Mr. Beal, the homeowner, was present.  The Beals are proposing to install an inground pool, the extent to work to be18’ to the edge of wetlands.  There will be no additional fill required.  

Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue and Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, plus one condition that a plan of the pool, showing the size and configuration shall be submitted to the Commission prior to any earthwork on site.
