Mr. Martelli, the owner, reported that the wall is constructed, loam down, irrigation done, as well as seeding.  Ms. Basbanes will go by to check on his progress.

4 North Street
The owner, Mr. Ricca, was present and submitted a plan by Jeff Orchard, showing the wetland delineation and flags.  Mr. Ellsworthy, an abutter at 250 Haverhill St., showed pictures from April 21st.  He pointed out to members an area on Mr. Ricca’s property 
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that was sloping before and now the area is level.  He said trees were cut down and fill put in their place.  He also said there was a rock wall.  Mr. Ricca said that Mr. Ellsworthy is referring to the side of his property and not the back where the wetlands are.  Ms. Basbanes will go out to the site and give her opinion at the next meeting.  Members decided to let Mr. Ricca remove the debris on his property.  Mr. Ricca will be filing a NOI for a patio.
233 Central Street 
Ms. Basbanes reported to members that the shed on the property is positioned on cinder blocks and was determined to be 15’ from the edge of wetlands.

6 Mill Street – Ratify Emergency Certificate 
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Demetri, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission ratify the Emergency Certificate signed by Mr. Allen issued for a beaver breach at 6 Mill Street.

Minutes
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes of September 12, 2006.

Comments for CPC on 24/26 Lee Rd
The Community Planning Commission had requested comments from the Conservation Commission for 24/26 Lee Road.  The Conservation Agent usually makes comments on projects to different departments.  Ms. Basbanes delineated the wetlands at this property and, therefore, couldn’t comment for the Commission.  An ANORAD was previously filed with the Commission and an ORAD issued.  The only plan before the Commission at the meeting was for the delineation and members couldn’t verify the area to be disturbed or remediated.  They commented that they would like to see less infrastructure and less impervious area and would like some assurance that only one house would be built on the property.   
Certificate of Compliances
17 MacIntyre Drive (245-0622)

Members re-signed the Certificate of Compliance for recording purposes.
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12 Winterberry Lane (245-371)
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance.
West Pines Estates (245-238/341)
Members re-signed the Certificate of Compliance for recording purposes.

Extensions
MacIntyre Woods (245-643) 1 yr.
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission grant a one year extension to expire September 2007.

New Campbellton Estates (245-979)
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission grant a three year extension to expire September 2009.

Public Hearings
323 Main Street (245-1224) (Ms. Basbanes recused herself because she had delineated the property)
Luke Roy, from O’Neill Associates, was present for the applicant.  Mr. Roy explained that this is a Commercial property and that the addition would be 35’ x 40’ to the rear of the property.  Bordering Vegetated Wetlands have been delineated along the back of the property.  The addition will be built on bituminous pavement 65’ to wetlands.  The erosion controls will be located 30’ to WF15A.  The property has floodplain on it.  The flood zone is at elevation 81.  The addition will be elevated on piers to bring it higher than 81.  Crushed stone 1 ½  deep will be established for recharge and roof runoff.  There will be no increase in impervious percentages and the area will have better recharge.
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Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order 

of Conditions with the standard 35 conditions.

5 Lisa Lane (245-1226)
David Newhouse, from Newhouse & Sun Construction, was present for the applicant.  Mr. Newhouse was hired to construct a 16’ x 24’ addition to the back left corner of the house, constructed on a slab foundation.  The property has a brook that runs along the left of the house.  The closest point to wetlands from the project is 16’.  Members and Ms. Basbanes discussed construction at the site and getting cement trucks and material back to the project without disturbing the 12’ buffer.  

An abutter from Joanne Terrace was present and stated his concerns with the drain line that comes out into and through his land.  Mr. Demetri suggested that a silt fence be installed along the back to maintain a buffer for the trucks to the drain line.  Mr. Newhouse requested a continuance to discuss with the homeowner various options for  getting back to the work. 
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to 10/10/06.

54 Chestnut Street (245-1225)
Mr. Roy, from O’Neill Associates, was present for the applicant.  The septic system needs replacing and has failed Title V.  A vegetated wetland is present in the back of the property.  The replacement system will go in the same location, 84’ to wetland flag 5.  The area is now all lawn.  A variance to ground water, from 4’ to 3’, has been requested from the Board of Health.  The distance to ground water variance was requested to keep it a gravity system and reduce the amount of mounding.
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 35 conditions.
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Continued Public Hearings
44 Southwick Road (245-1222)
Mr. Armirault, the owner, was present.  Members questioned whether the in ground pool would put the amount of impervious on the property over the 22% allowed. Mr. Armirault came back to the Commission with an impervious percentage of 20.71%, which is within the standard.
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;

that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 35 conditions.

Other Business
Ms. Basbanes submitted a list of additional conditions to be added to the standard 35 conditions, bring them up to 42 conditions.  Members accepted the new conditions and suggested that they be used immediately.

25 Williams Rd.

The homeowners submitted a request to enlarge and pave their driveway.  Members discussed the additional paved area and felt that it would alter the wetlands and would require a Notice of Intent filing if the homeowner really wanted to proceed further.
Adjourn

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;

that the Conservation Commission adjourn the meeting at 9:00 PM
