Discussion/ Correspondence File/Minutes
Minutes
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 3-0;

that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes of September 11, 2012, with a correction made to the 5 Sumner St. project.
Certificate of Compliance
266 Haverhill Street (245-1267)
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 3-0;

that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for work satisfactorily completed.
Public Hearings

4 Summit Road (245-xxxx)
Ed Radcliff, from E.S.S. Engineering, was present.  The applicant plans to raze the existing house and rebuild a new single family house.  The amount of impervious will be reduced.  The current cesspool will be crushed.  The new septic system will be located outside the 100’ buffer
to the wetlands located at the back of the property.  The closest point of disturbance to the wetlands is 73’.
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 3-0;

that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, but hold for a DEP file number.

7 Little Meadow Way (Lot 177) (245-xxxx)
Rich Williams, from Williams & Sparages Engineers, was present.  Mr. Williams was advised that the Commission would not have a quorum for the project because Ms. Mitchener is an abutter to the project.  Mr. Williams said he didn’t have an issue with Ms. Mitchener participating in the hearing.  A detention pond, single-family house, grading, along with a pool and patio are being proposed within the 100’ buffer on this site.  Wetlands run along the right side of the proposed house and along the back.  Ms. Basbanes, in her report, felt that wetland flags 49 & 50 should be adjusted and the silt fence accordingly.  Ms. Mitchener asked about the recreation trail that runs along the left side of the proposed house.  Mr. Williams said that the septic system is to the right of the path.  The trail will be 16’ wide and will have crushed stone within the path.  Mr. Williams said the buffer disturbance on the site is 73% and impervious coverage is 18.5%.  Mr. Williams said the yard will not need much grading because it’s pretty level.  Mr. Allen asked that the 12’ buffer to the wetlands be designated and permanently marked out in the field.  Mr. Williams will ask the owners to decide on what to install to mark it.

Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission continue the public hearing to November 13, 2012, for a revised plan, showing the change in the two flags and demarcation of the 12’ buffer.

29 Little Meadow Way (Lot 166) (245-xxxx)

Rich Williams, from Williams & Sparages Engineering, was present.  Mr. Williams was advised that the Commission would not have a quorum for the project because Ms. Mitchener is an abutter to the project.  Mr. Williams said he didn’t have an issue with Ms. Mitchener participating in the hearing.  Mr. Williams presented a revised plan dated 10/9/12.  The project is for a single family house, septic system, grading and pool with limited frontage lot, 138,000 s.f., with buffer disturbance at 24% and impervious at 7.1%.  A wetland runs up the right side of the proposed house with an additional isolated wetland to the back right corner of the property.  The closest point of disturbance to the wetlands is 22’ to the driveway and 58’ to the house. A retaining wall will run along the side of the drive as an outline of the limit of activity.  Mr. Allen asked that the 12’ no disturb be marked in the field.
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the 43 standard conditions, but hold for DEP# and demarcation of the 12’ buffer to be approved by Ms. Basbanes.

173 Marblehead Street (245-1412)

Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission continue the Public Hearing to November 13, 2012.  This will be the last continuation for this hearing.

19 Sherman Road (245-1429)
The applicant has not met with the Community Planning Commission yet.

Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission continue the Public Hearing for 19 Sherman Road to November 13, 2012.

114 North Street (245-1431)
The engineer, Jim Kavanaugh, was present for the applicant.  The project proposes to replace the failed septic system located in the back of the property.  The new system will be located within the hillside to the right of the house, closer to the street.  The new septic will be a raised system, 50’ off the edge of the wetlands.  Steve Eriksen flagged the wetlands which come into the existing lawn at the back of the house.  
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, plus two conditions; 1) the trash on the side of the yard is to be cleaned up prior to the start of work, 2) establishment of the no disturb 12’ buffer with the agent.
19 Sherman Rd – Chuck Carucci, Chairman of the Secondary School Building Committee came before the Commission with questions regarding the two wetlands found at the High School property.  He advised members that the wetlands at the property are due to the drainage not working right.  He said their Committee never hired the wetland consultant; the architect hired her on their own.  He asked members if the drainage were corrected, could the wetlands go away?  Mr. Allen advised him that to try and determine the areas not to be wetlands would take studies and it would only cost the Committee more of their budget.
 Adjourn
Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission adjourn the meeting at 8:30 PM
