Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;

that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes of December 11, 2012.

Continued Public Hearing

6 Belmont Lane (245-1436)
Luke Roy, from LJR Engineering, was present.  Mr. Roy submitted a revised plan, dated 1/2/2013.  Mr. Roy explained that the previous owner of the property brought the impervious percentage over 22% to 27.8%.  Mr. Roy said that to adhere to the current 27.8% with this new project they will be removing pavement from the driveway.  
Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, but add one that there be no de-watering of pool water toward the wetlands.
Public Hearings
17 Little Meadow Way (245-1440)
Chris Sparages, from Williams & Sparages, was present for the applicant.  Ms. Mitchener noted that she is an abutter to the project.  Mr. Sparages said that he wouldn’t have an issue with her participating in the hearing.  Mr. Sparages explained the project for a single family house with a pool, deck and a portion of the driveway within the 100’ buffer to the wetlands.  Mr. Sparages said that they will install pressure treated posts with plaques on them to demark the 12’ no disturb.  The impervious percentage will be 12% with 50+% buffer disturbance.
Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, but add one that there be no de-watering of pool water toward the wetlands.

19 Little Meadow Way (245-1441)
Chris Sparages, from Williams & Sparages, was present for the applicant.  Again Ms. Mitchener noted that she is an abutter; and one again, Mr. Sparages said that he wouldn’t have an issue with her participating in the hearing.  The project is for a single family house, pool, portion of the driveway and a portion of the septic system.  Wetlands are located to the back of the property.  Because the grade is steeper, they are proposing a retaining wall.  The wall will be 7’ at its highest point and a fence will be required on top.  The wall’s closest point to the wetlands in the back will be 15’.  The impervious percentage will be 11+% impervious and 48% buffer disturbance.
Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, but add one that there be no de-watering of pool water toward the wetlands.
