Minutes
Mr. Phillips moved to approve the minutes of January 15, 2008.  Mr. Cody seconded the motion; voted:  3-0.

Certificate of Compliances
64 North Street (245-1203)
Mr. Phillips moved to issue a Certificate of Compliance.  Mr. Cody seconded the motion.  Voted: 3-0.
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348 Park Street (245-1230)
Mr. Phillips moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance.

Extensions
54 & 55 Adams Street (Lot 1 – 245-1134 & Lot 2 - 245-1133)
Mr. Phillips moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted; 3-0


that the Conservation Commission grant an additional three years, to expire 5/18/2011, for DEP file #245-1134 & 245-1133.  
Public Hearings 
1 Strawberry Lane – RDA
Jack Sullivan, the engineer, was present.  The homeowner proposes to construct a 

6’ x  32’ farmers porch to the house, which would fall within the 100’ buffer.  The nearest wetland flag to the project is 63’ away.  The porch will sit on sonar tubes that will be hand dug.  
Mr. Phillips moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination.
Continued Public Hearings
59 & 61 Adam Street (Dogwood Lane (245-1289)
Chris Sparages, from Hayes Engineering, Inc., and Atty. James Senior were present.

Mr. Phillips moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to March 11, 2008.
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303 Main Street (245-1290)
Chris Sparages, from Hayes Engineering, and Attorney James Senior were present.  Mr. Sparages covered the items that were asked of the applicant at the last meeting.  
The parking in the back of the building was redesigned to be for “compact cars” only to decrease the amount of impervious area.  The overall building footprint has also been reduced by approximately 800 s.f.  Per request of the ZBA and to address DEP comments, the bottom elevation of the detention basin was raised 2’ to have a 4’ separation from groundwater.  A 4’ chain link fence is proposed to be installed half way down the slope to catch any trash and to prevent intrusion into the wetland area/detention basin.  A sidewalk has been added along the southern entrance and Main St.  Mr. Sparages said it was determined that the detention basin’s outer wall will not be impacted by flood waters in the event of a 100 yr. storm, even though the toe of the slope is at 81 (same as the flood elevation) The Zoning Board of Appeals has issued their permit and they are almost done with CPC.  Plans are going into the Board of Health next week.
Mr. Phillips moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions with additional conditions as listed on the plan.

Other Business
15C Shore Road 
Chris Ponzo, the owner, was present and was looking to get approval on a minor modification to his plan.  Mr. Ponzo would like to construct a retaining wall instead of having a slope.  The wall will follow the 12’ no disturb or moved in 6” from that.  He was told that he should add the wall to his planting plan with measurements shown.
It was the consensus of the members to approve this change as a minor modification.

Adjourn

Mr. Phillips moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission adjourn the meeting at 9:45 PM.
