Discussion/ Correspondence File/Minutes
Minutes
Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;

that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes of January 15, 2013.

North Reading Trails Committee  Bill Reed, as a representative of LUC, came before the Commission to explain the LUC’s plans to develop a trail system within Eisenhaure Pond Park.  A trails committee has been established.  The trails committee is looking to clean up the existing path and make it more prominent to walkers by putting down wood chips and cleaning up some of the downed branches.  Mr. Reed said that they are looking to come in from Burnham Rd or Yankee. 
Jane Krieger, 22 Cherry St., advised members that someone has been clearing trees.  She asked why Mr. Reed wasn’t using the Audubon Map and referred back to the site visit when Mass. Audubon went out with individuals and surveyed the site.  She asked to see the map done by Mass. Audubon and Mr. Reed said it was just an inventory.  Mr. Reed outlined to members the way the current trail went around the pond; from the cul-de-sac to the end of Oakdale around the pond and over to Magnolia.    Ms. Basbanes said the Committee should get a NOI for the whole park and show on a plan any wetland crossings, the 12’ no disturb limit and trail accesses.
Public Hearings
180 Haverhill St. (245-1442)  Scott Oliver, the owner, was present.  Mr. Oliver proposed to take down his existing shed and constructing a garage 54’ from the edge of the wetlands.
Mr. Cody moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions.
15C Shore Road (245-xxxx)  Mr. Ponzo, the owner, was present.  Mr. Ponzo proposes to install an inground pool 12’ x 22’.  There is a drainage pipe that brings the runoff from the roadway into the pond.  On the plan, the drain pipe looks to be under the proposed pool and members asked if the pipe needed to be replaced.  Mr. Ponzo said the pipe will go to the right of the pool.  A portion of the driveway will be taken up to stay within the 22% impervious.
Mr. Cody moved, seconded by Mr. Romeo, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions.  Hold for the DEP# and add a special condition that there shall be no de-watering toward the pond and if any de-watering is needed, it should be pumped off site.
Continued Public Hearing
37 Leland Road (245-xxxx)  Stephen Dresser, the contractor was present.  The applicant is looking to raze and rebuild a single-family house 36’ x 26’.  Grading would come as close as 15’ from the edge of wetlands to the back of the property.  Rapier Brook runs along the back of the property.  It was deemed on a previous filing made for 157 Main St,  that Rapier Brook was not a perennial stream and, therefore, the project would not be reviewed under the River’s Protection Act.  

Mrs. Kelly, a neighbor at 33 Leland Road, was concerned that this project would cause flooding onto her property.

The project will create 14.6% impervious and 63% buffer disturbance.  No trees are to come down.  The septic system is 65’ from the edge of the wetlands to the back of the property.  Mr. Dresser was advised of the 75’ required distance of a system to a resource area.  Mr. Dresser argued the 75’ requirement and said his scenario is a better situation than what exists now.  The applicant agreed to look the project over to see if they could work something out with the system.

Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue to 

March 19, 2013.    
Other Business

113 Haverhill St.
Minor Modification – New developers of 113 Haverhill Street came to request a minor modification of the plans approved in an Order of Conditions issued in 2007.  The buildings were demolished and silt fence was installed, but then the previous developer stopped.  The new developer is proposing a 14 unit development with the same number of bedrooms.  The buildings will be 200 s.f. smaller.  The overall impervious will be 1500 s.f.  Access into the development will now be proposed to be off Haverhill St.  The walkways will be turf stone.  

 Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;

that the Conservation Commission approve the changes to plans as a minor modification.
200 River Park Drive
Notification was given to the Commission from the Building Inspector that the building may contain Hazardous Materials at times.  The Commission wasn’t sure if the materials in the building would come under their jurisdiction and asked Ms. Basbanes to get more information.
