Discussion
Amber Road Fines 

Mr. Gallardo, attorney for the owner, came in and spoke with Ms. Basbanes in the office.  She advised members that a Notice of Intent is being prepared and Harold Parker State Forest will be named on the filing.  The State’s representatives are reviewing the paperwork and hope to file by the end of March.  Mr. Gallardo asked to have the fines revoked saying that the owner was never in violation of the Enforcement Order and the fines were not warranted by 8/24 because there was no reference to a former order and there was no date to appear at a meeting.  Ms. Basbanes said the owner was compliant when asked to establish erosion controls.  In her letter she said “any work” was not to take place, which could mean site work or paper work.  Ms. Basbanes wrote down a chronology of the events that took place.  Mr. Allen said he didn’t see any harm in going through with the Magistrate.  Mrs. Knight asked why fines had stopped being assessed.  Ms. Basbanes said fines were stopped because the owner had gotten in touch with her and started cooperating.

Leland Road (Lot 1) (245-1255)
Mr. Allen moved, seconded Mr. Romeo, and voted 3-0;

Leland Road (245-1245) (roadway)
Mr. Allen moved, seconded Mr. Romeo, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission grant a two year extension to expire May 1, 2013.

Public Hearings
Little Meadow Way (Lot 181 & 21U) – (245-1382) single family, septic system, pool
Ms. Mitchener explained her involvement with the property and asked if the applicant wanted to continue, because without her participation, there wouldn’t be a quorum, or go forward with her participating in the hearing.  Chris Sparages, from Williams & Sparages was present for the applicant and said he would like to proceed with the hearing.  Mr. Sparages explained that the wetlands at the site were delineated in 2008.  The work involved within the 100’ buffer includes a single family house, septic system, with cul tech chambers, pool, and driveway.  The silt fence is to run along the drive, 25’ off the edge of the BVW.  The project will result in 73.5% buffer disturbance and 19.1% impervious.  The Board of Health permit has been issued.  Mr. Allen asked for a permanent demarcation/signage of the wetlands at the silt fence line.  There was talk of a boulder wall and a condition was added that there be no de-watering of the pool water toward the wetlands. 
Little Meadow Way (Lot 174) – (245-xxxx) single family, septic system, pool
Mr. Petrillo the owner and Eric Lane, from Hayes Engineering, were present.  Ms. Mitchener  explained her involvement again and they decided to continue the Public Hearing until 
March 8, 2011.

Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Romeo, and voted 3-0;
