8 Janice Avenue (Lot 2) (245-1116)
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission grant a one year extension, to expire 

June 2, 2009.
193 Elm Street (245-1081)
Tom Hurley was present.  Within the project, it calls for an old box culvert, located within a cart path, to be replaced with a new box culvert. Ms. Basbanes would like the developer to eliminate the box culvert instead of replace it, feeling that the work would cause more disturbance.  The cart path doesn’t go anywhere currently.  Mr. Hurley didn’t think that the developer would have an issue of eliminating replacement of the culvert.  Mr. Hurley was asked to send in a request to eliminate replacing the box culvert.  Mr. Hurley was advised that Mosquito Control has sent the Town a bill for spraying in the area of the development.  In the Order of Conditions, it was stated that the homeowner’s association would pay for any spraying.  Mr. Hurley said that there is money in the homeowner’s association account and asked to be forwarded the invoice to pay it.  Members will issue the extension at the next meeting.
18 Roach Circle (245-1130)
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission grant a two year extension, to expire 

May, 5, 2010.
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Public Hearings 
184 Haverhill Street – (245-1292)
Ben Osgood, from Norse Environmental, was present for the applicant.  The new proposed septic system is 31’ to the nearest wetlands and the grading is no closer than 15’.  There is really no alternative to the location.  There will be an impervious barrier that will surround the system.
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions.
Continued Public Hearings
59 & 61 Adam Street (Dogwood Lane) (245-1289)

Attorney Senior was present for the applicant.  Mr. Ogren, from Hayes Engineering has not been able to touch base with the reviewer from DEP and is, therefore, requesting a continuance until the next hearing. 

Mr. Weiss noted that drainage swales are being used and not drainage pipes.  Ms. Basbanes said they are using Low Impact alternatives and Best Management Policies.  Attorney Senior will let Mr. Ogren know that Mr. Weiss commented on the drainage measures.
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to April 22, 2008.
