Discussion/ Correspondence File/Minutes
Mr. Dick moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss and voted 2-0-1, Mr. Weiss abstained;


that the Conservation Commission accept the Minutes for March 28, 2006.
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59 & 61 Adams Street 
Members were agreeable to meet at the site with Ms. Wallis on the 21st.  Ms. Trudeau will be consulted first prior to making arrangements with the engineer.
23 Williams Street
Mr. DeSousa, the owner, was present.  New filling work has been done at the end of the driveway.  Mr. DeSousa said that his neighbor left material on his property.  He says his neighbor put up a fence and left debris on his property.  Mr. Allen said that the grade hasn’t changed just the top was scrapped.  
Jack Marlin, 25 Williams Road, was present.  He asked the Commission how far Mr. DeSousa can go back on his property before he’s in violation.  Mr. Marlin had his property surveyed and found that Mr. DeSousa had wood piled on his property and he moved it back onto Mr. DeSousa’s property.  Members informed Mr. Marlin that he had installed his fence within a wetland.  Mr. Dick said that both properties should be delineated.  Ms. Trudeau will send a letter asking that a wetland scientist delineate the two properties.

62 Central Street
Mr. Manzelli, 62 Central Street, was present and acknowledged that he has been filling in the back of his property to level his back yard out.  He also acknowledges that the fill came from the property across the street at 63 Central Street.  The contractor, Phil Crotty, from FIL Construction Corp. was present.  Mr. Crotty is the General Contractor for the project at 63 Central Street and he says that Mr. Kip Iverson was in charge of the fill and that he only found out about this violation a week ago.  Mr. Manzelli said the last dump at his property was in November of ’05.  Mr. Dick said that he saw asphalt within the fill at 62 Central St.  Mr. Crotty says that the material at 63 Central is virgin soil and is all clean.  Mr. Manzelli was told to file a Notice of Intent, have the wetlands delineated, and have an engineered plan prepared.  Mr. Crotty was told that their project is in violation of their Order of Conditions.  Mr. Crotty will get a G.O. Tech report and come back to see the Commission.

3 Gifford Way (245-1176)
The applicant has withdrawn their application and has requested that their fees be reimbursed.   Members unanimously agreed that the application and property had been investigated and reviewed and felt that fees should not be released back.
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Reading Lumberyard 
Mr. Allen said that a large excavator was at the wetland edge to install the barriers that the owner was previously asked to install to delineate the wetland edge.  Mr. Dick reviewed the location of the barriers. 
Certificate of Compliances
25 Poplar Terrace (245-457)

Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Dick, voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for 25 Poplar Terrace.

Public Hearings
1 Shore Road (245-1193)
Jim Rich, from Rich Construction and the owners were present.  The applicants are proposing a two-story addition with foundation, 20’ x 25’.  The project is 70’ from the nearest wetland edge.  Members questioned what the percent of impervious was.  The applicant was unsure as to whether they would be exceeding the 22% and requested a continuance.  
Mr. Dick moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to April 25, 2006. 
3 Ladyslipper Road (245-xxx)
Gordon Rodgerson from Hayes Engineering, Ms. Anthony and Mr. Howell from Howell Builders were present.  A 28’ x 36’ garage addition and a modification to the driveway is being proposed.  Both the garage and driveway are half way into the buffer.  A 25’ no build zone is provided.  The percentage of impervious is 9.7% with 17.5% of the buffer being disturbed.  Mr. Rodgerson showed another plan eliminating the retaining wall and the land sloping down to the rip rap, which members preferred.  Mr. Rodgerson was asked to provide a new plan showing the percentages, the Order of Conditions note and details of the rip rap wall. 
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Mr. Dick moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 35 conditions but hold for a new plan and a DEP file number.  
162 Park Street (245-0963)
The applicant requested a continuance until April 25, 2006.  Mr. Weiss suggested putting the old building on stilts.

Mr. Dick moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to April 25, 2006.  

Continued Public Hearings
81 Burroughs Road (245-1189)
There was no one to represent the project.  New plans were submitted that just showed a septic system upgrade and only interior repairs to the 2 bedroom house.  

Mr. Dick moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission continue the Public Hearing to April 25, 2006.  

89 Elm Street (245-xxx)
There was no one to represent the project. 

Mr. Dick moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission continue the Public Hearing to April 25, 2006.
