Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;

Certificate of Compliance
21 Bishops Way (245-0401) & (245-429)
The street was accepted October 1998.

Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue Certificates of Compliance for DEP#245-401 and 245-429.
Public Hearing
35 Valley Road (245-xxxx)
Mr. and Mrs. Pagliuca, the homeowners, were present.  They are proposing to build a retaining wall and fill in the back yard to make the area more level.  After reviewing the site, Ms. Basbanes thought the delineation was incorrect and asked that it be re-delineated.  
Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission continue the Public Hearing to 5/8/2012.
258 Main Street (245-1415)

Luke Roy, from LJR Engineering, was present to explain the proposal for a replacement septic system at the site.  The lot is on the corner of Main St. and St. Theresa’s and there is a drainage ditch that runs along the back of the property.  The new system will go in the same location as the old.  The leachfield is 62’ to the edge of the wetlands and the tank is 40’.  A Board of Health permit has not been issued.
Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, but hold for a Board of Health permit.

114 Elm Street – RDA
Ms. Foley, the homeowner, was present.  She has requested to take down 7 trees.  Members advised her that the stumps can be ground down, level in the yard, but are not to be dug out.

Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination, with a condition that the stumps should be ground down.

Continued Public Hearings  

173 Marblehead Street (245-1412)
The applicant has requested a continuance to May 8, 2012.  The neighbor at 167 Marblehead St. asked about taking down two trees that appear to be on the lot line to the lot in question.  He also mentioned that water is now accumulating in the areas that work was previously done in.  He was advised that the hearing will be continued to May 8, 2012, and to come to that hearing and discuss it with the developer.
