Minutes
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes of April 27, 2010.

Continued Public Hearings
Lot 167, 168 & 169 Little Meadow Way (Bradford Pond Estates)
Lori Mitchener recued herself from the hearings.  Elizabeth Wallis, from Hayes Engineering, was present.  The three lots are located at the northern end of the subdivision and all three have BVW on the lot, two share a detention basin.  
Ms. Wallis went through each lot individually;

Lot 167 Little Meadow Way (245-1358)
The proposed house, driveway and pool are all to be located within the 100’ buffer to wetlands.  The house is 50’ to wetlands with grading within 15’.  Buffer disturbance is low, but the amount of impervious is at 21.9%.  A Board of Health permit has not been issued yet.

Lot 168 Little Meadow Way (245-1357)

The proposed house, driveway and septic system are all to be located within the 100’ buffer and grading is within 13’.  The septic system will be located 75’ from the edge of wetlands.  Percent of impervious and buffer disturbance is at 3.5% and 44.3%, respectfully.

Lot 169 Little Meadow Way (245-1356)

This lot has the proposed house, driveway, walkway and pool within the 100’ buffer.  There is also a retaining wall and grading will go up to the 12’ no disturb area.  Impervious and buffer disturbance are within limits at 10.8% and 65.9%, respectfully.
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearings and issue Orders of Conditions for DEP file #245-1356, 245-1357, and 245-1358, with the standard 43 conditions, plus the condition that .  The 12’ no disturb shall be clearly and permanently defined by fence or stone wall with placards.
