Minutes
Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Romeo, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes of May 8,, 2012.
Certificate of Compliance
7 Taylor Rd. (245-1354) (245-0977)
Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Romeo, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for both DEP file#’s 245-1354 and 245-0977 for work satisfactorily completed.

14 Gould Rd. (245-1405)
Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Romeo, and voted 3-0;

that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance.

Public Hearings
23 Williams Street (245-1419) Septic system
Luke Roy, LJR Engineering, was present as well as the owner, Mr. DeSousa.  Wetlands wrap around this site.  The current septic system is located in the back yard.  The new system will be located in the front, 28’ to the nearest wetland.  The next door neighbor has a mounded system and they plan to bring the elevation up to meet that height and join the two together.
Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Romeo, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, but hold for Board of Health permit and comments from DEP.
22 Chestnut Street (245-1419) Septic system
Luke Roy, from LJR Engineering, was present.  The house is to be demolished and a substandard septic system now exists.  The septic system is the only part of the project that falls within the 100’ buffer.  The existing house is 3 bedrooms and the new house will stay a three bedroom.  Ledge was found on the site and, therefore, the new septic system had to go back farther in the yard, with 27’ being the closest point to wetlands.  The new system will have a pump chamber.  Total buffer disturbance will be 50.8%.

Mr. Allen moved to close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, but hold for DEP comments and Board of Health permit.

112 Haverhill Street (245-1418) Septic system
Luke Roy, from LJR Engineering, was present.  This is a commercial property with an existing office and a body shop.  Part of the structure was an old train depo.  There is a cesspool in the basement.  The lot is narrow with a culvert that runs through and bordering vegetated wetlands associated with it.  The Ipswich River is to the north.  The new septic system will be a raised system with a pump chamber.  They are seeking a variance from 5’ to 4’ to ground water from the Board of Health.  They plan to stone over the parking area for cars to park.  Mr. Weiss asked if the old cesspool will come out.  Mr. Roy was unsure and said the owner may leave it and seal it off some how.  The project is still under review with Board of Health.  Mr. Weiss noted the car parts and auto debris that needs to be cleaned up.  Mr. Allen suggested a fence or some kind of demarcation be installed at the edge of the property.  Mr. Roy was asked to submit a plan to clean the property toward the BVW and provide a type of demarcation of the property line or the 12’ no disturb limit.
Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Romeo, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, plus two comments and hold for DEP comments and Board of Health permit.

Continued Public Hearings
173 Marblehead Street (245-1412)
Luke Roy advised members that he was instructed by the applicant to put the re-delineated wetland flags on the plan and request a continuance until July 10, 2012.
Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to 7/10/12.

Other Business

39 Haverhill St. (Lot 3) (41 Haverhill St.) 

When the new homeowners, Mr. and Mrs. Dempsey, applied for a Building Permit, Ms. Basbanes realized that the house location and driveway design were different than from what was approved.  A revised plan was submitted, dated 5/21/12.
Mr. Allen moved to consider changes to the plan as minor modifications.   Mr. Romeo seconded the motion and it was voted 3-0.

Enforcement Order

28 LeClair Street
The owners had cut trees and were asked to replace those trees by 6/15/12.  The neighbor to the property came into the office and advised Ms. Basbanes that the owners of 28 LeClair have been filling in at the beach and they installed a fence on her property.  Chair read Ms. Basbane’s letter to the owner.  Ms. Basbanes has sent a letter to the homeowner advising them of the work they are required to do and the time table involved.  The owners are unresponsive and have not complied.
Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Romeo, and voted 3-0


that the Conservation Commission issue an Enforcement Order for the noncompliance of work done at 28 LeClair St.
