Certificate of Compliance

25 Shady Hill Drive
Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for work satisfactorily completed.  
Public Hearings
Lot 2U Little Meadow Way (245-1362)
Ms. Mitchener recused herself and sat in the audience.  Chris Sparages, from Hayes Engineering, was present for the applicant.  The closing has gone through on the property and JOZ now owns the parcel.  Mr. Sparages explained that there is a bordering vegetative wetland off of this property toward Demetri Lane.  The 100’ buffer from that wetland extends into the area of the proposed house and pool and a portion of the reserve septic system.  All activities will be at least 50’ away from the wetlands.  The Board of Health has not issued a permit yet.  Buffer disturbance on the site is at 49.5% and the amount of impervious is at 2.9%.

Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the 43 standard conditions, but hold for Board of Health permit.

Lot 183/23U Little Meadow Way (NR Bylaw Only)
Ms. Mitchener recused herself and sat in the audience.  Chris Sparages, from Hayes Engineering, was present for the applicant. This project is only being filed under the North Reading Bylaw for an isolated wetland at the back of the yard.  The 100’ buffer extends into the area of the proposed house.  The house is 21’ off the BVW and the attached deck is 15’.  Buffer disturbance at the site is 74.9% and the impervious amount is 21.9%.  There is an area to the back left portion of the yard that Mr. Sparages said some homeowner could add a pool.  Mr. Sparages explained their procedure they use to calculate the percentages for buffer disturbance and impervious on their computer.  ASK LEAH

Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to 6/8/10.

17 Shady Hill Drive (245-1360)

Jim Kavanaugh, the engineer, was present for the applicant.  The project proposes to replace the failed septic system with a new tank, pump chamber and field to be located 55’ from the nearest BVW.  A versa block wall will be used.

Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions.
