Discussion/ Correspondence File/Minutes
Minutes
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Phillips, and voted 3-0;

that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes for 5/13/08 as amended.
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LUC – ConCom Property on Park Street
Marge Salt and Bill Reed from LUC came to speak with members about creating a walking path on the ConCom land to the left of the Duval Roofing property for access to Ipswich River Park over Ipswich River.  They haven’t got plans for the bridge yet but expect it to be approximately 100’ and they estimate the river at that point to be 30’ wide.  Chair asked Ms. Salt and Mr. Reed to have a plan made up showing the footpath and detail the bridge construction and the materials to be used and discuss it further with Leah.  Mr. Weiss said they may need a permit from the Division of Waterways for the bridge.  Chair suggested getting the plan made up so that when the replication area is designed, they could accommodate the room for the path.
Certificate of Compliances
13 Riverside Drive (245-1186)
It was felt that the site was still not stable and the Commission will review again in the fall.

117 Central Street (245-847)
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Phillips, and voted 3-0;

that the Conservation Commission finds that the work was satisfactorily completed and a Certificate of Compliance should be issued.
Extensions
9 Janice Avenue (245-1117)
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Phillips,  and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission grant a one year extension, to expire 

June 2, 2009.
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Public Hearings 
12 Winterberry Lane – RDA
The homeowners were present.  Chair read the Public Hearing notice.  Mr. Weiss noticed at the site that where the fill ends at the corner, there is a drop off.  The owners explained that the new decks will be placed on sonar tubes and the footings will be hand dug.  
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Phillips and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination with two conditions; 1) that the holes for the 16’ x 16’ deck be dug by hand and that erosion controls be installed along the property closest to the wetlands.

20 Olde Coach Road (245-1297) – Single family house
Peter Ogren, from Hayes Engineering was present and represented the applicant.  The subdivision that the property is in is completed.  The house has a retention pond behind it, along with a vernal pool beyond that with a 50’ buffer.  There is BVW on the property and the house will be located 60’ from the edge of wetlands.  Buffer disturbance on the site is 41% and there is 2% impervious.  Mr. Weiss said that the house and septic were not staked when he went out to the site.  Mr. Ogren was asked to stake the house, driveway, septic system and refresh the silt fence.  
Neighbors at 3 Canterbury Lane, who back up to this property, were unsure where the lot lines were and asked about the trees to be cut.  Mr. Ogren said that they couldn’t do anything within the 12’ buffer which comes onto the property; and he explained that Bruce Wheeler, the developer, tries to save as many trees as he can.

Mr. Weiss moved to close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions but hold until the site is staked and Ms. Basbanes can review the stakes.

33 Bow Street (245-1298) – ANORAD
Chair read the Public Hearing Notice.  The applicant requested a continuance of the hearing.  
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Phillips, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to June 10, 2008.
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Continued Public Hearings
177 Haverhill Street (245-1293)
Mr. Radcliff from E.S.S. was asked to revise the plan and asked to continue to tonight.  There was no representative for the project.  The hearing will be continued to June 10, 2008.
153 & 177 Marblehead Street (245-1294)
Mr. Ogren, from Hayes Engineering, and Attorney Senior were present and represented the applicant.  The revised plans that were submitted were reviewed to make sure all the changes had been made.

Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Phillips, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and approve the Abbreviated Notice of Resource Area Delineation as accurately delineated with resource areas being BVW and other resource areas, specifically isolated areas and intermittent stream.

59 & 61 Adam Street (Dogwood Lane) (245-1289)
Peter Ogren, from Hayes Engineering, Atty. James Senior were present.  Mr. Weiss had some reservations about how the proposed street swales would carry the drainage when they are filled with snow in the winter months.  Mr. Ogren showed members two cross sections of roadway, one with a 5’ shoulder and one with a 10’ shoulder.  There was a discussion of how much area would be required for the amount of snow storage to be stored.  Mr. Ogren said that the applicant would prefer the 5’ shoulder.  Mr. Ogren will revise the plan to show a 7 ½ ’ shoulder and the necessary regarding.

Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Phillips, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to June 10, 2008.
