Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 5-0;


that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes of May 24, 2011.
Certificate of Compliance
18 Juniper (245-1374)

Mr. Weiss and Mr. Allen visited the site and noticed crush and run was placed on the side of the driveway.  It was decided to hold off issuing a Certificate of Compliance until Ms. Basbanes can contact the owner and find out the purpose for the crush & run and if that is the finish grade.
303 Main Street (245-1374)

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 5-0;

that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance.

7 Sandra Lane (245-1008)

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 5-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance.

20 Elm Street (245-236)

Discussion

114 Elm Street – The owner is looking to cut down several trees.  The Ipswich River flows along the property.  Ms. Basbanes asked members to stop by and view the site and make a determination as to whether a NOI or a RDA should be filed for the work.  There was a consensus among members that an RDA should be filed.  The owner will be notified.
Public Hearings
8 Lindor Road – (245-1389)
Jack Sullivan, from Sullivan Engineering Group, and Ken Silva the owner were present.  The owner plans to build a detached garage.  The new garage will be installed to the back right of the house, in front of the existing shed and to the right of an existing 30” drain that discharges to the back yard.  At the front of the property the drainage easement is 20’ and narrows down to 6’ at the back of the yard.  No trees will be cut.  The garage will be on a slab on grade construction with frost walls but no real change to the grade.  Mr. Sullivan said the entire lot is disturbed and with the additional construction the percent of impervious is at 14.3%.
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted unanimously in favor;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions.  
11 Boxwood Road – RDA 2 decks
Mr. and Mrs. Brosnan, the owners, were present.  Mr. Brosnan explained that they have two decks.  One deck, 12’ x 14’ which needs repairs and the other deck is 8’ x 8’ and they would like to enlarge to 16’ x 20’.  A boulder retaining wall lies between the decks and the adjacent wetland.  The decks will be installed on sonar tubes for footings, which will be hand dug.
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen and voted unanimously in favor;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination with a condition that the footings be hand dug.

4 Boxwood Road – (245-1390) Septic system
Luke Roy, from O’Neill Associates was present.  The homeowner is selling the house and the septic system failed and needs to be replaced.  The wetlands are located to the rear of the property, where a drainage easement empties.  The closest point from the new system to wetlands is 50’, which is to be located on the right side of the house.  The ground water is high and the new septic will be a raised, pumped system and will be worked into the hillside. All the work is to be done within the current lawn area. 
 Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted unanimously in favor;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, but hold for issuance of the  Board of Health permit.

24 Heritage Drive – RDA connecting deck
Mr. Vontzalides, the owner was present.  He explained his proposal to construct a connecting deck between the existing deck, and the pool below.

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted unanimously in favor;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and a Negative 3 Determination.

170 Marblehead Street – RDA berm
Ms. Marlene Standley, the homeowner, was present.  Ms. Mitchener recused herself and sat in the audience.  In an effort to stop any runoff from coming out of the paddock area where manure is being stored and a wetland behind it, Ms. Standley has proposed creating a berm behind the stable between it and an isolated wetland.  She is also looking to remove two dead trees in her stable area. The wetland is behind the stable on her abutter’s property.  Ms. Mitchener asked when or who surveyed the boundary.  She believes Ms. Standley’s fence is actually on Melissa Standley’s property and questions the survey accuracy.  She also stated that the 12’ no disturb is not marked on the plan and because the berm is to be located close to the 12’ no disturb it should be marked on the plan and at the site, along with the distance from the berm to the 12’ no disturb.

Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Romeo, and voted unanimously in favor;


that the Conservation Commission continue the Public Hearing to June 28, 2011, for the purpose of the applicant to submit a revised plan showing the 12’ no disturb, the location of the proposed berm and the distance from the berm to the 12’ no disturb.  The applicant should also note the materials to be used in building the berm.  
30 & 31 Amber Road (M45 P39 & 40)(245-1388)
Mr. Romeo recused himself.

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 5-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to June 28, 2011.
