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Public Hearings 
23 Washington Street (245-xxxx)
Mr. Baker, the owner, was present.  The project involves constructing an addition between the existing house and the garage, which is already concrete.  There isn’t a DEP file number yet.
Mr. Phillips moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;

that the Conservation Commission continue the Public Hearing to July 15, 2008, until the DEP file number or any comments come in.

217 Haverhill Street (245-xxxx)
Jim Kavanaugh, the engineer, was present for the project.  The applicant wants to upgrade the septic system.  The delineation was fine and the septic system is approximately 50’ away from the wetlands.
Mr. Phillips moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the 43 standard conditions, but hold for a DEP file number and the Board of Health permit.

Martin’s Pond Shoreline Restoration
Janet Nicosia, from the Martin’s Pond Association, Dr. Lyons, a teacher at Merrimack College and his intern from Merrimack College were present and showed a power point presentation of the plans they have in store for the Martin’s Pond Shoreline Restoration.  The main goal of the project is to stop erosion from going into Martin’s Pond.  Their goal is to recruit 10 shoreline homeowners.  Dr. Lyons and his intern explained the various methods such as Coir Roll Installation, which is installed and staked into the shoreline and then native plants are placed within it, Swales to channel water into the pond, rain gardens, and infiltration basins.  The group had an outreach meeting in February to select the sites and met with some of the potential homeowners.  Not all homeowners were as enthusiastic as others.  They received grant money in the amount of $20,000 and homeowners have to put in 40% by putting up money, materials or labor.
Mr. Phillips moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;
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that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions with a condition that a quarterly monitoring report be filed with the Commission.
