Discussion/ Correspondence File/Minutes
Mass Highway Dept.
There was no one present from Mass Highway.  Their Order of Conditions will expire July 07 and they are requesting a three year extension so that they can finish the project.  Members discussed the garden that the Conservation had planted and was destroyed during the project at the intersection of Park and Central Streets.  A quote to replicate the garden will be requested of The Country Gardener’s, who did the original work and forwarded on to Mass Highway for payment.  
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;
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that the Conservation Commission grant a three year extention to expire 7/27/10 but hold the extension until a check is received for replacement of the garden at the intersection of Park and Central.

Culvert at 1-5 Brassie Way, the Greens
Mr. Weiss said that he was approached by the Greens about installing a culvert on site to alleviate drainage problems.  The area that the culvert is proposed to go in is within the Conservation Restriction at the Greens.  Ms. Basbanes will research the Conservation Restriction to determine what kind of work can be done and what permit is required.

Certificate of Compliances
15 Sherman Road (245-800)
Ms. Basbanes went out to the site and felt the work was satisfactorily completed and the area stabilized with no intrusion within the 12’ buffer.

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance.

Public Hearings 
14 Comeau Road (245-1264)
Lori Lynes, the owner, and Mr. O’Neill, from O’Neill Associates were present.  The property is located on Martin’s Pond and has retaining walls that are collapsing.  A new wall in front of the old wall is being proposed and they plan to add plantings between the two walls.  Roof runoff will channel between the two walls and drain prior to entering Martin’s Pond.  There was no comment received yet from DEP and a construction sequence was requested.
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;

that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, plus one special condition for a construction sequence to be submitted.

24 Oakhurst Terrace (245-1265)
Mike O’Neill, from O’Neill Associates, was present.  A new septic system is needed but since the property is only 1700 s.f. there is only room enough for a tight tank.  The Board of Health permit or permit from the state has not been issued yet.  Wetland flags were not shown on the plan submitted.  
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, but hold for a new plan showing the wetland flags.
Continued Public Hearings
235 Main Street (245-1263)
Members would like the applicant to continue the riprap from the edge of pavement to within 10-12’ of the wetland flag.
Mr. Cody moved, seconded by Mr. Phillips and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, with a plan showing the continuation of the riprap.

18 Peter Road (245-1262)
The hearing was continued to see if any comments were received from DEP, which there weren’t.  The Board of Health permit was issued.

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Phillips, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions.
