Minor Modification

49 Oakdale Road  Peter Ogren, from Hayes Engineering, was present for the homeowner.  The modification from the original plan is that the house will be smaller and the driveway longer, resulting in 100 s.f. more of impervious surface (17.6%) with a turnaround.  It was the consensus of the Commission that the modification be deemed a minor modification.  Ms. Basbanes will send a letter to the homeowner advising them.

12 Olde Coach Road  There is a minor modification request to change the design from a sunroom to an open deck  with a patio below.  The consensus of the Commission was that the changes should be deemed a minor modification.  Ms. Basbanes will send a letter to the homeowner. It was the consensus of the Commission that the modification be deemed a minor modification.  Ms. Basbanes will send a letter to the homeowner advising them.

Ms. Basbanes advised members that there are two parcels on Darrell & Lindor that she has requested to be accepted as town property.

An Emergency Certificate was issued to 160 Park St. for the installation of monitoring wells.

Public Hearings
Dogwood Lane (245-1421)
Peter Ogren, from Hayes Engineering and Dana Rowe, the owner, were present.  Mr. Rowe proposes to build a single-family house.  A corner of the house, driveway and grading are within the 100’ buffer.  They are proposing a retaining wall, with a 4’ max height.
Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions.

15 Little Meadow Way (245-1423)
Chris Sparages, from Williams & Sparages was present.  The owner proposes to build a single family house, with a deck and screened porch, a portion of the driveway and grading all within the 100’ buffer.  Ms. Basbanes asked Mr. Sparages to convey to the homeowners that a pool may bring the site over the impervious and buffer disturbance threshold.

Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions  
160 Park Street (245-1422)
Jean Westervelt, from Cooperstown Engineering, was present for the applicant. Monitoring wells were installed under an Emergency Certificate to monitor a residual gas spill from the original tanks.  Ms. Westervelt advised members that whoever removed the gas tanks dug out a certain amount of soil and stopped where they should kept digging until they came to clean soil.  Future plans for the site will require another filing.  She doesn’t feel, from their tests, that gas seeped into ground water.
Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions.

6 Boxwood Road (245-1424)
Thomas Long, the contractor, and the homeowner, were present.  Mr. Long will construct a 

24 x 24 attached garage, 75’ from an adjacent stream.  The lot is tight and he may need to go before ZBA for setback variances.

Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions.
