Discussion/ Correspondence File/Minutes
Minutes
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes of June 22, 2010.
Discussion
35 Lakeside Blvd.
Mr. Norton, the homeowner, and his Atty. Rob. Cassesso were present.  Mr. Norton  constructed a stone wall on his property at the shoreline of Martin’s Pond and is now under a cease & desist to stop all work.  Mr. Norton said that he had gone to the Building Inspector and was told that he didn’t need a permit for the wall if it was less than 4’ tall.  Ms. Basbanes asked him to contact a wetland scientist to determine the wetlands and the impacts of the wall.  Mr. Norton was asked if the wall will hold up after the first frost.  Mr. Norton said that he consulted other people about constructing a wall.  Mr. Allen suggested that a wetland scientist go to the site and access the situation, delineate the wetlands and determine what course would cause the least amount of damage.  Mr. DeCola said that the Building Dept. will forward any future inquiries to Conservation to make sure there aren’t any wetland issues.  Mr. Sabella, 43 Burroughs Road, questioned what Mr. Norton did wrong and asked who felt the wall didn’t belong at the pond.  He questioned the Commission as to what the Martins Pond Assoc. authority is, whether it is part of the Conservation Commission or works along side them.  Mr. Sabella was advised that the Martins Pond Assoc. has no ties to the Commission.  Members advised the public that Mr. Norton wasn’t being fined or punished but was only being asked to comply like everybody else.  Ms. Basbanes was asked to send Mr. Norton a letter confirming what was discussed at the meeting and what steps to take next.  
Extensions

 Deerfield Place Extention (245-809)
Chris Sparages, from Hayes Engineering, was present along with Mr. Bruno, the owner, and Mr. Ivester.  Revised plans were reviewed and Mr. Sparages explained to members the changes made to their plan to try and achieve the new infiltration percentages within the storm water regulations.  Trench drains at the end of the driveways have been added and roof runoff and trench drains will be connected.  Infiltration volume standard now 65% of newly created impervious.  The maintenance of trenches will have to be outlined in each Order of Condition or deed restriction that is required to come before the Commission.

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission grant an extension for three years, expiring May 7, 2013, with the following conditions 1) Each lot that falls within the 100’ Buffer Zone shall file a Notice of Intent; 2) Each and every lot in the subdivision shall have a deed restriction securing that the infiltration system designed for the roof and driveway of each property shall be maintained by the homeowner per the most current Operations and Management Standards for the Cul-Tec Chambers and trench drains.  A copy of the deed shall be presented to the Conservation Commission prior to the issuance of a Certificate of Compliance.

195A Haverhill Street
Mr. Elworthy, the owner, was present along with Warren Pearce, who performed the work outlined in the Emergency Certificate that was issued on March, 2010, to do the emergency repairs.  Mr. Pearce said that the pipes under the driveway are rotting so repairs will need to be made in the future, but the material around the pipes should hold.  Mr. Elworthy was told that he could file a Request for Determination instead of a Notice of Intent as outlined in the Emergency Certificate.
Certificate of Compliance

36 Lindor Road (245-1357) 
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for work satisfactorily completed.
6 Lindor Road (245-1344)
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for work satisfactorily completed.

37 Burroughs Road (245-1339)
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for work satisfactorily completed.

Public Hearings
Shore Road – RDA
Chris Ponzo, Adam Ricci and Mr. Maddison were present.  There are 5 homeowners that have property on the easement and are part owners.  The width of the new pavement is 15’ with a 1’ drainage swale on one side of the easement.  Mr. Ponzo said only three of the five owners are paying for the paving.  Mr. Ricci said that there are stakes along the roadway showing the surveyed area.  The roadway is now compacted and runoff runs into Mr. Ricci’s property.  
Mr. Maxfield at 15B Shore Road, said the catch basin at the end of Emerson is blocked up and overflow comes down Shore Road.  He said there is a gas main at the end of the driveway that concerns him because the end of the pipe is cut off.  Leda Jennings, a member of the Martins Pond Assoc., is concerned with stormwater running off into Martins Pond and suggested the applicants use a permeable pavement.  Michael Larkin, representing the Durans, read off some conditions that the family would like incorporated into the permit.  A plan showing the easement dimensions was submitted by Mr. Maddison.

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination with one condition that it include the Conditions of Approval at Conservation Commission, as read out loud during the Public Hearing by Mr. Larkin, who represented the Duran Family.

Other Business

Minor Modification at 197 Main Street

Owner wants to relocate the area of pervious pavement from the slope to the front building to be closer to the loading dock of the back building.  The location that the pervious pavement was originally located is not functioning correctly.
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission consider the changes to the project as a minor modification.

Certificates of Compliance for 3 Ladyslipper Lane (245-0947 & 245-1194)
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for 245-0947 & 245-1194 for work satisfactorily completed.

Certificates of Compliance for End of Juniper Road 245-238 & 245-341

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for 245-238 & 245-341 for work satisfactorily completed.

Haverhill St. & Eisenhaure Lane

Ms. Basbanes spoke to members about a project that Mike Soraghan, the Town Engineer, would like to do.  The project involves installing two catch basins and work on the existing culvert.  He would like the work to be considered “maintenance work”.  Conservation Commission members agreed that a Request for Determination should be filed for the work because the work would involve the installation of two new catch basins.
