Discussion/ Correspondence File/Minutes
17 Shore Road
Ms. Basbanes was notified by neighbors that work was going on at the property.  At a site visit, she observed that three post holes in front of the retaining wall on the pond side were dug.  The work is within 93’ of the pond.  Ms. Duran and her son were present and she explained that she thought she was out of the 100’ buffer and was installing a guardrail to protect her retaining wall from being hit from trucks coming down the road.  Ms. Duran was told that she would need to file an RDA for the work.
Certificate of Compliance

Foxwood Estates
A homeowner in the development is trying to clear their title but there is an open Order of Conditions.  An as-built plan was never submitted from the developer.  The developer was called and sent an email to ask him to close out the Order, but the Conservation office has had no response to either.

32 Burroughs Road (245-1321)
Members felt the work was completed satisfactorily.

Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted:  unanimously in favor;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for 32 Burroughs Road, DEP# 245-1321.

200 Park Street (245-675), (245-237) & (245-448)
Mr. Weiss moved to approve as satisfactorily completed.

Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Romeo, and voted:  unanimously in favor;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for DEP #245-675, 245-237 & 245-448.

25 Williams Road (245-1307)
Mr. Weiss moved to approve as satisfactorily completed.

Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Romeo, and voted:  unanimously in favor;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for 25 Williams Road, DEP #245-1307.
35 Burroughs Road – (245-1136)
The work was never done and the Order of Conditions expired.

Mr. Weiss moved to issue a rtificate of Compliance – work never commenced.  Order of Conditions expired and no work can take place.  Ms. Mitchener seconded the motion, voted: unanimously in favor.

23 Duane Drive (245-0995)
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted: unanimously in favor;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for work satisfactorily completed at 23 Duane Drive, DEP file #245-0995.
Public Hearings
189 Park Street (245-1327)
Representatives from Gale Engineering explained the project.  The only wetlands are a small pocket on the other side of the driveway up to the High School and a small portion that is an emergency access way onto the field.  The access way will be made of crushed stone.
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 4-0;

that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard conditions.

4 Lindor Road – RDA – Addition
David Cook, the owner, was present and explained the plans for the 10’x 19’ addition.  Wetlands run along the back of the property and the project is a distance of 72’ off the edge of wetlands.

Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted unanimously in favor;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination.

4 Janice Avenue – RDA – Addition

The applicant proposes to build a 12’ x 16’ sunroom addition to the back of the house.  The wetlands are approximately 45’ off the proposed work to the back of the house.

Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted unanimously in favor;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination.

Continued Public Hearings
17R Shore Road (245-1324) 
Mr. Ricci talked with DEP about the small amount of the floodplain that would be filled for his sonar tubes for his deck.  He agreed to install cement arches under the addition to allow for the amount of filling.  He submitted the calculations requested and the cross sections.
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted unanimously in favor;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the 43 standard conditions.
