Minutes
Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes of June 28, 2011.
Public Hearings
4 Hanah Graves Way (245-xxxx)
Mr. Gupta, the owner, was present.  They would like to extend their back yard 15’ further towards the back property line.  They will still be 40’ from that boundary where the wetlands start.  They also plan to enlarge their deck and have a patio underneath.  There is one Oak tree they would like to remove.  A DEP # has not been issued yet, even though Mr. Gupta says his check cleared June 27th.  

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions, with the standard 43 conditions,  but hold for a DEP file number.
18 Wright Street (245-1394)
Chris LaVerte, the owner, was present.  Mr. LaVerte just purchased the property and the septic system failed Title V.  There are wetlands located at the back of the property and the closest point to the new system and the wetlands is 51’.  The new system will be raised.  The engineer had to revise the plan to reflect that there are wetlands adjacent to the property and the system can only be for a 2 bedroom house.  Board of Health permit has not been issued yet.

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, but hold for a Board of Health permit to be issued.
Continued Public Hearings
170 Marblehead Street – RDA 

Ms. Mitchener recused herself.  Ms. Standley was present and submitted a plan dated 7/7/11, to construct a berm outside the 12’ no disturb zone.  The plan lists equipment and materials to be used.  Ms. Mitchener said that the boundary lines were never surveyed.  Ms. Standley said that the property was surveyed when the house was built and again later by Mike O’Neill.  Four trees are noted to be removed.

Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Romeo and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination with the condition that the trees outlined to be removed were approved, but the stumps should remain.
30 & 31 Amber Road (245-1388)

Mr. Romeo recused himself.  Atty. Gallardo and John Barrows, from Marchionda were present.  Andover Consultants, hired as a third party reviewer, submitted a letter dated July 19, 2011.  Their letter outlined Marchionda’s responses to their letter of July 11, 2011, which outlined storm water management practices that should be addressed and a long term O & M plan.  A revised plan was submitted dated 7/15/11, reflecting changes in accordance with the peer review.
Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mrs. Mitchener, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions.

Extension

18 North Street (245-1140)
A representative for the applicant was present.  The Order of Conditions was issued in 2005 and was extended twice and will expire August 11, 2011.  The representative explained that Mr. Phillips has been working on other subdivisions and the work has not started yet except for the septic system.  The Commission denied the applicant’s request because it was originally approved over 6 years ago and the delineation may have changed within that time.  The representative asked if the work were started prior to expiration, would the Commission reconsider.  They said, no, because the delineation may have changed and with a new filing, they would have 3 full years to complete the project and not have to come back for another extension.  They told him that unless there was a substantial difference in the delineation that it would probably be approved again.
