Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Romeo, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes of July 19, 2011.

Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance 

7 Equestrian Drive (245-300)
Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance as invalid, that no work ever started.

7 Equestrian Drive (245-312)
Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance as satisfactorily completed.

16 Olde Coach Road (245-584)

Public Hearings
197 Main St. – Request for Determination
Luke Roy, from O’Neill Associates, was present for the applicant.  Mr. Roy explained to members how the applicant will repair the storm water management system to bring it back to its pre-existing condition.  The run off from Plymouth Rd has caused erosion and repairs need to be made to the spillway basin located to the right of the entrance. Mr. Allen asked if measures have been taken to address the erosion so it won’t happen again.  Mr. Roy said that the work being done on Plymouth Road may re-direct a lot of the runoff.  Two neighbors were present and reviewed the plan.
Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination with a condition that all work be done by hand.
256 Haverhill Street (245-1396)
Jim Kavanaugh, the engineer, was present.  The existing septic system has failed and the applicant will be removing the tank.  There are wetlands to the back of the property.  The new system will be located in the front of the house, approximately 50’ away from the wetlands.  
Mr. Kavanaugh is using a new system called ARC 36, a more condensed system.  It is only 8” tall instead of 12”

Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 special conditions.
107 Chestnut Street (245-1397)
Jim Kavanaugh, the engineer, was present for the applicant.  The septic system has failed and the new system will be located further away from the wetlands.  A revised plan dated 8/16/11 was submitted.  James Dillion at 105 Chestnut St. was present and advised members that the wetlands are located on his property.  He told them that there is a town easement that runs along his side property line and back to the wetlands.  Dana Perkins re-surveyed his property.  One stake is missing and he feels that the property line is incorrect.  He has hired JM Associates to re-delineate.  He is concerned that if the new system is on his property line that it may cause problems for any new owner to put a fence or some other structure.  Mr. Kavanaugh said he pulled the new system off the property line 10’ in the revised plan.  Mr. Dillion said that line was estimated by him and Mr. Kavanaugh today.   Mr. Weiss said that the Commission’s main concern is for the wetlands.  His concerns will be noted in the minutes, but that he should make the Board of Health aware of his concerns with the survey because they have their own setbacks and requirements for the septic system. 
Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;

that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions.
37 Chestnut Street – RDA
Mr. White, the owner, was present.  He presently has a garage behind his house and is proposing to add a breezeway to attach a 30’x 40’ new garage behind the existing one.  The garage will be 50’ from the wetlands to the right of his house.

Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination.
