Discussion/ Correspondence File/Minutes
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 4-0;

that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes for August 18, 2009.

Rt. 62 Replication
Ms. Basbanes advised members that the replication area located behind Duval Roofing has been dug out and they are intending on doing the plantings over the weekend.
17R Shore Road (245-1324)
DEP appealed the decision made by the Commission and will do a site visit on September 9th at 9:30 am.

8 Jacob Raynor
The homeowner came into the Conservation office to ask about installing an in ground pool.  Ms. Basbanes went out to the site and advised members of some violations she observed.  She said there is fill behind the house in the wetlands.  Where the 12’ buffer was delineated in the as-built plan by a stone wall is now a 4’ versa loc wall with new grading, loam and seed up to it.  There is another area that is filled with woodchips and has a trampoline on it.  She has spoken with the homeowner and will meet her at the site to explain the violations.

Certificate of Compliance
59 Old Andover (245-1048)
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for work satisfactorily completed.

44 Southwick Road (245-1222) 
A request for a Certificate of Compliance was submitted previously, but the grass was not grown in and the area was not stabilized.  Ms. Basbanes went out to the site and reported that the grass has grown in nicely and has been mowed several times.
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance.
149 Chestnut Street (245-172)

This was an old filing with the only work being grading within the buffer.

Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 4-0;

that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance.

Extension

New Campbellton Estates (245-979)
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 4-0;

that the Conservation Commission grant a one-year extension to expire 9/26/2010.

Public Hearings
112 North Street (245-1333) - garage
Mr. Braga, the homeowner, was present.  The wetlands were flagged in the back of the property behind the shed.  Mr. Braga is proposing to construct a garage at the end of the driveway in place of the existing shed.  An infiltration system has been designed around the building.  There is another shed that is sinking in the wetlands.  Mr. Braga said the shed was there when he bought the house.  Mr. Braga was asked to move the shed outside the 12’ buffer.  
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, plus one condition that the shed located within the 12’ buffer on the east side of the lot be moved out of the buffer and the area restored with loam and seed.

176 Elm Street – RDA - above ground pool
The homeowner was present.  The RDA was filed for the installation of a 15’ above ground pool.  The area that the pool will be located in a level, gravel area above a retaining wall and outside of the riparian area from the Ipswich River which runs along the back of the property.
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;

that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination, with a condition that no pool water be discharged toward the wetlands.

Continued Public Hearing
4 Belmont Lane (245-1332)
Mrs. Paglucca and her contractor were present.  Mrs. Paglucca is looking to construct a garage and a game room.  Mrs. Paglucca was advised at the last meeting that there was a violation at her property because she had installed pea stone within the 12’ buffer to the wetlands along the side of her property.  Mrs. Paglucca contested at the last meeting that she was never told that the pea stones were in violation and explained her reasons for why she put them there.   She was told to remove the pea stones and restore the area or hire a wetland consultant to show that she is out of the 12’ buffer.  Mrs. Paglucca has hired Steve Ericson from Norris Environmental.  Ms. Basbanes said that she knows Steve and can work with him to resolve the issue.  Ms. Basbanes recommended that the Commission consider the new filing and the Certificates of Compliances, and handle this violation under an enforcement order.  Mr. Weiss said that he wouldn’t want to issue a new Order of Condition while there is an open violation.  Mr. Allen agreed.  Mr. Weiss suggested that the Public Hearing be continued for the homeowner to get a plan submitted for the restoration of the area where the stones will be removed.

Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission continue the Public Hearing to September 22, 2009.

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted unanimously in favor;


that the Conservation Commission adjourn the meeting at 8:45 PM.
