Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;

that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes for 8/26/08.
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Other Business

182 Park Street
Attorney Bill Griset, Jr., representing Ken Duval and Mr. Duval were present.  They met with Ms. Basbanes and Mike Soraghan, Town Engineer, out at the site.  Mr. Griset spoke to Commission members about the history between the Commission and 
Mr. Duval; and the fact that he was given permission to pave his driveway.  Mr. Duval feels that 10’ is not a safe right of way for turning out of his driveway and he would not like to see a fence down the middle of his driveway at the edge of the town property.  He said most of the mouth of the driveway is on his property, and he would like to continue sharing the driveway.  Mr. Duval said that the town crosses over his property about 4 times a year to maintain a pipe and clear the pipe of mud and debris.  Mr. Griset showed a copy of the Order of Conditions that Mr. Duval was given in 1995 where the driveway was approved.  A Certificate of Compliance was never issued.  There is a question as to whether there was an easement through Mr. Duval’s property for the town to perform the work.  Mr. Griset said that the proposed pavers marking the boundary line would be satisfactory and has no intention of claiming adverse possession.  The Commission wants to make sure the town doesn’t already have an easement before any deals or compromises are made with Mr. Duval.  The discussion will be continued to the next meeting to find out the history of the underground drainage pipe.

Rt. 62 Amendment
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission should approve and issue the Amended Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions.

 Public Hearings 
10 Mill Street (245-xxxx)
Jack McQuilkin, from JM Associates and the owner Dan Oliveira were present.  

The parcel is a 9.5 acre parcel of which only 25,000 is useable.  The resources on the site are riverfront, floodplain and BVW.  Mr. Oliveira wants to construct a 32’ x 33’ barn, 14.6’ from the closest point to wetlands.  Norris Environmental has flagged the property.  The percent of buffer disturbance will be increased to 34%, of which some of the area is already disturbed and is a grassed area.  Impervious will increase to 8%.  Mr. Weiss requested a construction sequence so that no construction equipment goes into the 12’ buffer.  
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Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue the Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions plus one additional condition that a construction sequence be adhered to.  Also, the Order will be issued once a DEP file number is received.

12 Olde Coach Road (245-1305)
Mr. and Mrs. Santilli were present.  Skip Waelty is the hired contractor and he has told them that he will work from above and silt fence will be placed.  He plans to take out the boulders currently within the 12’ buffer and instead of the 24” blocks proposed at the last meeting, he will install 12” fixed blocks, allowing him to bring the wall out to the 12’ buffer.  After the work, the wall will be 12’ or better from the wetlands.  Chair asked that the area behind the wall within the 12’ disturbed area be restored.
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue the Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions plus one condition of a letter describing the work to be performed, issued by Ms. Basbanes.

Mr. Cody moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission adjourn the meeting at 8:30 PM.
