Discussion/ Correspondence File/Minutes
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the Minutes for August 22, 2006. 

62 Central Street
Mr. Martelli, the owner was present.  Erosion controls are in place and he will be doing some bank work.  He told members that he would like to start work on Monday.
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100 Lowell Rd. (245-1222)
Ms. Basbanes advised members that the appeal to the Notice of Intent was mostly to do with storm water management.  DEP has strong feelings about their wetland delineation approved in the SORAD, that the Headwater Stream Team is disputing.
4 North Street 
Mr. Ricca, the owner, was present.  The notice sent to him to appear at the last ConCom meeting was sent to the last homeowner, and he didn’t get the mail in time.  A neighbor reported that he was doing work in his backyard within the 100’ buffer.  Ms. Basbanes asked him to have the wetlands delineated and have flags hung.  He was asked to file a Notice of Intent.  Mr. Ricca was very cooperative and will be in contact with Ms. Basbanes once the flagging has been completed.
Certificate of Compliances
Demetri Lane (245-547) (Mr. Demetri recused himself)
Ms. Basbanes said that the roadway and drainage looks fine.  She said there were some issues with lots 6 & 7 that will be taken care of later.
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody; and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance
Public Hearings
Rahnden Terrace (245-1221)(2 house lot subdivision)
Ethan Davis and Andrew Polawski, from Dana Perkins were present for the applicant.
The project starts at 7 Rahnden Terrace and includes a 24’ x 665’ driveway and two dwellings.  Stormceptors will flow into infiltration chambers, which should contain a full 100 yr. flood.  Wetlands are located to the south.  The only part of the project located within the 100’ buffer is a portion of Lot 92 and the driveways.  Information on the stormceptor has been provided to the CPC and Town Engineer.
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 35 conditions.
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9 Williams Rd. (245-1223) (septic system)
Gil Davoren, the homeowner, was present.  At the last meeting of the Commission, Mr. Smith, the engineer, explained that Mr. Davoren thought that all the permits had be obtained prior to starting work on his septic system.  Silt fence was installed and the work was allowed to be finished, because of the site and how much work was left to be done.  A Notice of Intent was filed for the work done.  
An abutter to the project was present and mentioned to members that this house should have a 10’ wide easement running along the back of the property.  Mr. Davoren didn’t know anything about that.  The easement is being blocked by a few other abutters and runoff is draining onto his property.  This abutter has spoken to the Town Engineer and the DPW will look into solving his problem.

Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Demetri, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the 35 standard conditions.

44 Southwick Road (245-1222)(inground pool)
The owner was present.  The proposed inground pool was previously approved on the original filing but expired.  The pool is to be located in the same spot.  The excavated material will be taken off site.  Members asked that he calculate the impervious and buffer disturbance percentages and add them to the plan.
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Demetri, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue the Public Hearing to 9/26/06.

30 Heritage Way – RDA (Addition)
Gary Hastings, the owner, was present.  Members didn’t have any issues with the proposed addition but asked that he stop dumping grass clippings into the wetlands and will add a condition that the debris should be removed.
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination with one condition.
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10 Deer Run Drive – RDA
Mr. Kirby, from LEC, was suppose to represent the owner, but he didn’t show up until the end of the hearing.  The owner was present.  There is a small area, a depression, on the property that is in question.  Ms. Basbanes explained that she and Mr. Kirby went out to the site and dug test holes and found no leaf staining, modeling or any other indicators to be a wetland.

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 1 Determination.    
Continued Public Hearings
38 Chestnut Street (245-1219)
The project was continued because the proposed septic system was not staked in the field for the site visit.  Ms. Basbanes went out and checked the flagging and was satisfied.

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 35 conditions.

23 Essex Street (245-1220)
Mr. Sergio Bonillo, from Wetlands Preservation, was present.  The project was continued because members wanted the applicant to provide soil logs.  Mr. Bonillo submitted them on two areas that looked to have been previous wetlands.  There is an area marked on the plan, to the left of the barn, to be left to reestablish as a wetlands.  Revised plans dated 9/6/06 were submitted.

Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Demetri, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 35 conditions, plus one condition regarding wetland restoration.  
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Adjourn

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission adjourn the meeting at 9:00 PM.
