Ms. Basbanes observed that the site was stable and grass growing.  There are wetland markers at the site.  The post-n-rail fence depicted on the approved plan was not installed and, therefore, members decided to hold off on issuing a certificate of compliance at this time.

The as-built submitted shows additional pavement than what was originally approved and a compacted gravel area within the 12’ no disturb zone.  Ms. Basbanes will send a letter to the owner advising them the reason for Certificate of Compliance not being issued.

Public Hearings
160 Park Street – Tank removal (245-xxxx)
Paul Lockwood, from Lockwood Remediation Technologies, LLC, was present for the applicant.  The applicant is asking for a permit to remove an underground tank.  Mr. Lockwood explained that they are applying for a permit but are not sure if they will do the work.  The applicant is selling the property and the new owner may want to continue working the site as a gas station.  Therefore, no Fire Department permits have been issued. DEP hasn’t issued a file number and have talked with the applicant about whether the filing fee should be based on it being a Commercial property or a hazardous site if the tank should leak; either way they will not issue a file number until the appropriate fee is paid.  Mr. Lockwood said he is a certified waste water technician.  Ms. Basbanes asked what he will do if he needs to de-water.  He doesn’t believe de-watering will be necessary unless hazardous waste is discovered.  Mr. Lockwood explained the process if they did come across water when pulling the tank out.  Depending on the amount encountered, they will pump out infiltration and put it in a frac tank or get a NPDES permit if not contaminated.  Siltation would be put down around the area and if there is a release, it would be a reportable condition.  Mr. Lockwood asked if the Commission would want the area re-paved or not.  He said the owner would prefer to re-pave.  Ms. Basbanes said she would prefer they pave so silt won’t travel.
Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the applicant’s request to continue to 

October 11, 2011.
6 Little Meadow Way (Lot 182/22U) (245-1398) pool/driveway/ss grading
Chris Sparages, from Williams and Sparages was present for the applicant.  Mr. Sparages explained the proposed project.  The single family house is not within the 100’ buffer, but the proposed pool, grading for the septic system and the driveway are within the buffer.  There is a wetland that comes onto the property in the back.  Because the amount of wetlands is small the buffer disturbance is at 72%.
Mr. Romeo moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions and one additional condition that there be no de-watering toward the wetlands.
