Public Hearings
10 Peter Road (245-1399)
Mike O’Neil was present and reviewed the applicant’s proposal for a replacement septic system.  The new system is 27’ from the wetlands at the back of the property.  A line of silt fence is be installed at the bottom of the slope down to the wetlands.
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions.

172 Elm Street - RDA
The owner, Mr. Manning was present.  They would like to cut down three trees that are dead.  All the trees are out of the 12’ buffer but approximately within 20’ of the wetland.  The Ipswich River runs behind Mr. Manning’s house.  Mr. Weiss advised him that the stumps should be left.
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination with a condition that the stumps are to remain on site.
