Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;

that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes for 10/14/08.

Letter of Non-compliance from DEP to Mass Highway, Re:  Rt. 62 project
Letter from Bernie Stansbury & Sharlene Splizen, 18 Juniper Rd, Re:  24/26 Lee Rd.

Conservation Restriction for J. T. Berry site/The Residences At Martins Brook
Members reviewed the Conservation Restriction covering the Berry Center Residential Smart Growth Overlay Zoning SGA Future Open Space.  Mr. Weiss wanted to make clear that under “Agreements” (2) Reservation by Grantor of Permitted Uses and Structures, any permitted uses and structures within 100’ of the buffer to a wetland would still require the approval of the Conservation Commission.
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission approve and sign off on the Conservation Restriction covering the Berry Center Residential Smart Growth Overlay Zoning SGA Future Open Space.
Certificate of Compliance
28 LeClair Road (245-1177)
Ms. Basbanes wrote in her report that “the area is fully stabilized with vegetation, and she has no issues.”
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for the project approved under DEP#245-1177

Public Hearings

17 Duane Drive (245-xxxx) – inground pool
Ralph Sabatino, from Pools by Andrews, was present and reviewed the plans with members for an inground pool.  There are wetlands off the back property line, off this lot.  From a previous plan, the wetlands looked to be within 65’ of the proposed pool, but after the delineation was reviewed by Norse Environmental, the wetlands to the back are at least 100’ away from the proposed project.  There is another isolated wetland located to the right of the house that would be jurisdictional under the local bylaw, but Ms. Basbanes didn’t feel that the project would have an impact on the wetland.
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Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, but hold for the DEP file number.

13 Bow Street (245-1308 – Septic system repair
Luke Roy, from O’Neill Associates, was present.  The old cesspool is to be replaced with a new gravity chamber system.  The new system will be approximately 59’ from the wetlands at the toe of slope on the Willow St. side of the property.  They are proposing a raised system with a 2-3’ retaining wall, tucked into the existing slope, 50’ off the wetlands, with erosion controls installed at 45’.  
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions. 
Other Business
184 Park Street – A letter was fax’d from Mr. Grisset, Mr. Duval’s attorney, outlining what they would like agreed to between the town and Mr. Duval regarding his use of Conservation land abutting his property and the town being able to access a drainage pipe from his property.  Members reviewed the letter, but, as they told Mr. Grisset the last time he was at a meeting, they would like him to draft an agreement that they can approve and forward on to Town Counsel for their approval.

Mr. Wiess moved, seconded by Mr. Cody and voted 3-0;


that the Conservation Commission adjourn the meeting at 8:30 PM.
