Public Hearings

Rahden Terrace & 239 North Street – ANORAD (245-xxxx)

The applicant failed to notify abutters in time of the hearing and the hearing was, therefore, postponed.

1 Perley Path – RDA – removal of trees

Mr. Levine, the owner, was present.  Some of the trees that Mr. Levine wants to take down are broken or leaning and may become a danger.  Ms. Basbanes said a crane will be used to remove the trees.
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Negative 3 Determination.

10 Voke Street (245-xxxx)
Luke Roy, from LJR Engineering, was present for the applicant.  Mr. Roy explained that an RDA had been filed for a replacement tank to go in within the 100’ buffer, and a Negative 3 Determination was issued, the leach field was outside the buffer.  After the fact, it was discovered that a neighbor’s well is within 100’ of the proposed leach field and the owner couldn’t obtain a variance, so the new system had to be reconfigured.  The revised system will be located 52’ from the pond, farther away than what currently exists.  The well to this house will be eliminated and town water brought in.  Ms. Basbanes received a call that the current system was leaking.  Ms. Basbanes recommended to Commission members that an Emergency Certificate be issued so that work could start immediately.

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions and issue an Emergency Certificate to start work immediately.  

Continued Public Hearings
173 Marblehead Street (245-1412)

Mr. Roy was present.  The applicant has withdrawn their application.  Ms. Mitchener noted that there was work associated with the initial development of this project that was to be corrected under this Notice of Intent.

Mr. Allen moved, seconded by Mr. Romeo, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue an Enforcement Order to correct the situation at the site.

7 Little Meadow Way (245-1434)
John O’Rourke, P.L.S., from William Sparages, was present.  A revised plan, dated 10/26/12, was reviewed showing the two wetland flags, #49 & 50, moved further away and the silt fence, showing the limit of work pulled away from the 12’ buffer. Mr. O’Rourke said that the homeowner is willing to put wood posts 20’-30’ delineating the 12’ no disturb area.

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, with one special condition for posts to be located 20-30’ along the 12’ no disturb area.

19 Sherman Rd (245-1429)
Jeff Wetton, from PMA Construction Services, Brad Dore, Dore & Whittier, and Aaron Gallagher were present.  The project was before the Planning Commission and the project was approved and closed at their meeting, although they are still awaiting a written approval.

Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Allen, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions, but hold for a report from the Planning Commission.
