Discussion/ Correspondence File/Minutes
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission accept the Minutes for 
October 24, 2006. 

J. T. Berry FORAD
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Demetri, and voted 4-0;
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that the Conservation Commission authorize the Conservation Agent to approve the FORAD settlement agreement for the J. T. Berry project and authorize her to sign the settlement agreement, final plans dated 10/25/06, revised.
Beaver Permit
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Demetri, and voted 4-0;

that the Conservation Commission approve the issuance of the Emergency Certification to breach the beaver dam at the J. T. Berry site.

Adams Street
Ms. Basbanes advised members that Jeff Orchard has been hired as the monitor for the paving and that she and Mike Soraghan, Town Engineer, and Jeff Orchard will meet at Adams St. on Thursday.
Certificate of Compliances
14 Southwick Road (245-1028) & (245-1143)
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue Certificates of Compliance for DEP File #’s 245-1028 & 245-1143.

9 Williams Road (245-1223)
Mr. Allen observed that the grass hadn’t grown in all the way.  There was some discussion and it was decided that the site seems stable even after the rain we’ve had.
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance but the applicant was asked to keep the silt fence up until June 07.
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Public Hearings
157 Elm Street (245-xxx) (Driveway with turnaround)
Mr. Bennett, the homeowner, was present.  Mr. Bennett submitted a plan, dated 11/14/06.  The new plan outlines the elevations surrounding his proposed driveway and turnaround, and shows how the drainage will flow.  Mr. Bennett was instructed to install erosion control 12’ off the posted wetland flags.
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 42 conditions plus one additional condition to add the erosion control to the plan 12’ off the wetland flags, and hold for a DEP file #.

15C Shore Road (245-1231) (Dock)
Mr. Ponzo, the homeowner, was present.  Previously, there was an enforcement action on this property for restoration work and the work has not been done yet.  Mr. Ponzo explained that he thought the work was to be done under his other Order of Conditions and that he had three years to complete the work.  He advised members that he restored the erosion control today.  Mr. Ponzo is now filing to install a dock and has already gone through the process with DEP.  He explained the installation of the dock, using galvanized poles and brackets.  He plans to take the dock out in the winter.  Mr. Ponzo also mentioned that there is a drain pipe dumping into the pond.
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 42 conditions.  An additional condition will be added that the dock project will not be considered ready for a Certificate of Compliance until all the conditions in DEP file# 245-1142 have been completed, by June 2008.

272 Park Street – RDA
Gus Lamont, the owner, was present.  Mr. Lamont proposes to construct a deck off the back of the house with a stairway down to the ground.  The deck will sit on sono-tubes.  The wetlands were delineated by Jeff Orchard.  Ms. Basbanes made a few minor changes to Mr. Orchard’s delineation, but the changes didn’t bring the project within the 12’ buffer.
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted 4-0;
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that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination with a condition that the proposed deck will cantilever over the piers, which is not in accordance with the plan submitted.

5 Holt Lane (245-1233)
Paul Cerrone, the owner, was present.  The project proposes to construct a single family house.  Mr. Cerrone doesn’t plan to build the house right away, but needs the permits to get a bank loan.

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 42 conditions.

302 Elm Street (245-1211) – Amendment

Mr. and Mrs. Noonan were present.  An amendment is being proposed that enlarges the addition by 4’.  New plans were submitted dated 10/27/06.

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue the Amendment to the Order of Conditions with the standard 42 conditions.
Continued Public Hearings 

One Leland Road (245-1229) ANORAD (Mr. Demetri recused himself)
Mr. Hockmoth, from Neve-Morin Assoc. was present for the applicant.  Ms. Basbanes and Mr. Hockmoth went out to the site to review the wetland flagging.  Some flags were changed at the finger point and the BLSF changed slightly.  Ms. Basbanes explained that within the riparian area the first 100’ of buffer could not be disturbed and to do anything within the second 100’, would require the submission of an alternatives analysis that would have to meeting certain criteria.   
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission approve the delineation as outlined on the plan submitted, dated 10/30/06.

that the Conservation Commission adjourn the meeting at 9:00 PM.
