Discussion/ Correspondence File/Minutes
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms Mitchener, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission approve the minutes for November 17, 2009, as corrected.
Certificate of Compliances
7 Canterbury Lane (245-1059)
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission re-sign an original Certificate of Compliance for recording purposes.

7 Canterbury Lane (245-501)
Ms. Mitchener moved, seconded by Mr. Cody, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for work satisfactorily completed.

50 Nutter Road (245-712)
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance but hold until a letter from the engineer is submitted.
190 Main Street (245-1286) & (245-1328)
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission issue a Certificate of Compliance for both DEP file numbers 245-1286 and 245-1328.

Public Hearings
41 Central Street (245-1342)
Luke Roy, from O’Neill Associates was present.  The property is now bank owned and the septic system needs to be replaced.  The existing metal tank is falling apart.  Bordering vegetated wetlands exist to the back of the property and there is a stone well that overflows within the wetland.  The septic system will be re-located to the front of the property with a 1500 gal. tank and pump chamber.  The leach field will be slightly raised and a large evergreen will need to come down.
Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Ms. Mitchener, and voted 4-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard 43 conditions.

Other Business
35 Burroughs Road 
We have been notified that DEP will conduct a site visit on December 29th at 9:30 am.

5 Holt Lane – Minor Modification
The new owner would like to relocate the house, which will involve some grading changes too.  The changes will be less of an impact on the wetlands.  Members agreed to consider the changes to be a minor modification.

36 Duane Drive (aka 279 Elm St.)
An Order of Conditions was issued in January 2009.  Since that time, a new owner has purchased the property and has new house plans.  The square footage for the new house was about the same but the new plans would change the driveway to the right side of the house.    
The work would be closer to the wetlands, about 41’,but with the driveway now out of the wetland buffer, the impervious percentage would be decreased to 6.6%.  Ms. Basbanes thought that the amount of fill required was substantial.  Mr. Allen said he felt there was a lot more work and felt the abutters should be notified.  Members felt that the changes were substantial and that a new filing should be made.

The next meeting will be Tuesday, January 12, 2010.

Members discussed tree cutting.  Ms. Basbanes has been getting a lot of calls from homeowners concerned about trees that are either dead or are a threat to fall on their houses.

Ms. Basbanes will make a list of criteria for approval to take down tree(s) without filing for a permit.
