Great Lotts Subdivision 85 & 95 Marblehead Street (245-1056)
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Weiss, and voted 6-0;

that the Conservation Commission grant a one year extension to expire 
January 31, 2009.

Public Hearings 
10 Traveled Way – RDA
Ms. King, the owner, was present.  She proposes to raze the existing house and rebuild on the old foundation.  She will keep the same septic system.  Erosion controls will be placed along the roadway.  There was some discussion about storing materials on the site.  The owner said that she has plenty of room in her driveway and behind the house to store materials.
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Mr. Weiss moved, seconded by Mr. Demetri, and voted 6-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination with a condition that there be no placement of materials beyond the fence and contact the Conservation Agent to discuss storing materials and equipment on the site.

8 Peter Road (245-1288)
Luke Roy, from O’Neill Associates, was present.  The existing septic system has failed Title V.  The replacement system will go in the same place as the old with a 20’ setback from the house.  The closest distance to wetlands from the new system is 67’.  Mr. Roy said they would add the erosion controls 23’ off the closest wetland flag to the plan.
Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Phillips, and voted 6-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue an Order of Conditions with the standard plus one that there be a 23’ setback to the wetland flags.
 1 Marshall Street – RDA
Mr. Frongillo, the owner, was present.  The proposal is for an addition to be constructed where the existing deck is.  Ms. Basbanes had no issues with the site and approved of the wetland flagging.  

Mr. Demetri moved, seconded by Mr. Phillips, and voted 6-0;


that the Conservation Commission close the Public Hearing and issue a Negative 3 Determination with a condition that the silt fence and hay bales will be installed 45’ from the edge of wetlands and that distance to be indicated on the plan.
Other Business
Courses from MACC to be taken
Kathy will look up the courses that need to be taken by individuals and notify them.

LUC Liaison

Chair advised members that Scott Stimpson will be asked to be the LUC Liaison.
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Chair and members thanked Mr. Demetri for his time served on the Commission and welcomed Mr. Romeo as a full member.
Because of the lack of incoming hearings this time of year, the January 15th meeting will be the only meeting held in January.
