35 Lakeside Blvd.
The work was completed as directed and is stabilized.

173 Marblehead Street
Atty. Steven Ciccatelli, was present and represented Testa Development.  Testa Development purchased the property from Mr. Phillips, who was originally issued the Order of Conditions for the work.  Work was started on the property, but never completed.  The Order of Conditions has expired.  The site is not in compliance and there is a flow of water being obstructed.  Mr. Ciccatelli advised members that a new NOI will be filed for, but in the mean time they are willing to releave the water blockage.  Ms. Mitchener noted that the neighbor to the west of this property is depositing leaves in the area which is also blocking the flow of water.  Mr. Ciccatelli said they will start in the spring and finish within three years.

Steve Mancini, the owner of 167 Marblehead St., said he would like the area that was filled cleared out and he feels they may have gone onto his property.

Mike O’Neil, from O’Neil & Associates, who will be the engineer for the project, explained that he could create a swale and stabilize the area for now.  In addition, they would like to file a Notice of Intent by the first meeting in February 2012.  The new Order of Conditions could have a special condition that the water issue be resolved immediately.  Members agreed.
