BOARD OF APPEALS

MINUTES OF PUBLIC HEARINGS

JANUARY 25, 2007
Board members that were present were Joseph Keyes, Jennifer Platt, John Nelson and James DeCola, Building Inspector.
36 Maple Road – Todd Ferrazani
The applicant, Todd Ferrazani, requested a continuance on this hearing.  Joe Keyes made a motion to grant the continuance to February 15, 2007.  Jennifer Platt seconds the motion.  All board members were in favor 3-0.
85 Park Street –  Will Birkmaier
Atty. Jim Senior, representing the applicant, Will Birkmaier, appeared before the board and requested a continuance on this hearing.  Joe Keyes made a motion to grant the continuance to February 15, 2007.  Jennifer Platt seconds the motion.  All board members were in favor 3-0.

57 Central Street – Pierre Ancri

The applicant appeared before the board to discuss his project.  He is seeking variances to locate an attached 24’ x 24’ garage on the right side of his property and a one-story dining room/entry way addition to the front.  
Joe Keyes read the CPC memo stating that they do not support this application.  The setback requirements will make this a non-conforming lot.  The abutting property, 55 Central Street, is already a non-conforming lot.  
Sandy Dager of 59 Maple Road and Rick Tiberii of 55 Maple Road, both abutters, were concerned how this project would affect their property.
The abutters asked the applicant if he had a certified plot plan so they can see the exact measurements.  Mr. Ancri didn’t have a certified plan.
Pierre Ancri requested a continuance to February 15, 2007.
Joe Keyes made a motion to grant the continuance and Jennifer Platt seconds the motion.

All in favor 3-0.

23 Essex Street – Gerald Gerrior
Mr. Gerrior brought in his certified plot plan and discussed his project with the three board members.  All setbacks for the detached structure have been met and permits from the Conservation Commission were issued.  
His abutters are his son, daughter, New England Power and the Town of Danvers.

He wants to go 29 feet on the height of the barn. A 10’ height variance for a 36’ x 60’ two-story barn is his request.  
Joe Keyes read a memo from CPC and they do not object to the plan as long as abutters do not come forward and protest.
Joe Keyes made a motion to grant a variance of 10 feet for the purpose of building a barn/garage.  John Nelson seconds the motion.  All board members were in favor 3-0.

323 Main Street – Atty. Jim Senior – P & D Realty Trust

Attorney Jim Senior represented Mass One Auto Body.  Owners, Ralph and Joe Messier were present for the hearing.  They are seeking permission to expand the use of the building, not planning to add employees.  It is in the highway business district.
It will be virtually invisible to the street.  A peak roof will be put on.  A state of the art spray booth is the reason for this addition.  This spray booth will be equipped with a filter to provide a healthy environment for their employees.
Some of the vehicles will be able to be stored in the building.
A special permit was issued in 1988 to Car Mess Inc. 
They have an order of conditions from Conservation.

Nine cars could be parked inside.

The reasons for this amendment to the existing special permit is 

1. installation of a spray booth, and
2. number of cars that can be parked inside will increase.

Joe Keyes made a motion to grant an amendment to the special permit issued on October 21, 1988, so as to allow the expansion of the auto body use of the property to include the addition as shown on a plan entitled “Site Plan – 323 Main Street, North Reading” dated August 16, 2006, drawn by O’Neill Assoc., on file with the Board of Appeals.  Jennifer Platt seconds the motion.  Board members were in favor 3-0.  

87 Concord Street – Prince, Lobel Glovsky & Tye, for Omnipoint Communtion

Daniel R. Visalli, Attorney, for Prince, Lobel, Glovsky & Tye LLP appeared before the board to discuss their plans for an additional antenna on the existing cell tower.
They are before this board because it is in the aquifer protection district. 
Also, they are requesting a noise variance.
The building inspector, Jim DeCola, stated to the attorney that vandals keep going over the fence.  He asked that a 6 foot fence be put all around the property. 
February 6th, the applicant will be meeting with CPC.

Joe Keyes made a motion to grant the special permit for work within the aquifer protection district, subject to the final approval from the CPC site plan.  Also, a motion was made to grant a 10 decibel variance, from the requirements of Section 200-46, subsection D, subparagraph 2, subsection d, not to exceed 40 decibels at the lot line.

John Nelson seconds the motion. 
All board members were in favor 3-0.
